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Dear colleagues:

The new year, 2011, will be dominated by preparations for increasing
the overall SOEP sample and for implementing the new “innovation
sample.” We are currently considering SOEP users’ suggestions for sur-
vey questions and experiments to be included in the new “innovation
sample.” This sample will be pretested in 2011 and will go into the field
in 2012.

The main SOEP sample will be increased to about 3,000 households in 2011. This has become
possible not least of all because the SOEP was named one of the most important research infra-
structures in Germany in the social, economic, and behavioral sciences by the German Council
of Science and Humanities. As a result, Joint Science Conference (GWK) increased funding
for our study for 2011, and we are optimistic that a further increase will follow for subsequent
years.

We are also steadily improving our survey methods. Martin Kroh, who now holds a joint ap-
pointment with SOEP and Humboldt-Universitédt zu Berlin as a Professor for Social Research
Methods, describes the next steps in this process in his Comment on the next page of this SOEP-
newsletter. He highlights some of the existing potentials of SOEP data for survey researchers
and describes future plans to improve the accessibility of auxiliary fieldwork information.

It may also be of interest to you that the SOEP has been given greater autonomy: it is no longer
aregular department of DIW Berlin, but a “research infrastructure” in DIW Berlin.

We are happy to announce that our collaboration with the fieldwork organization TNS Infra-
test Sozialforschung will continue for the next ten years. Our fieldwork organization of the last
26 years won the Europe-wide tender for a ten-year contract.

As in previous years, we are again offering our SOEPcampus@DIW Berlin Workshop in 2011.
The workshop is in German only and provides an introduction to the use of SOEP data. It will
take place on March 7-8, 2011. The workshop is generally booked out very quickly, so we rec-
ommend registering as soon as possible after registration opens on our website on January 10,
2011.
