The data, now provided only on DVD, will then be
sent to you by post as usual. For those users who are
unable to use DVDs we can also provide the data on
CD-ROM, but with some delay.

We continue to offer the SOEP data on DVD for
the price of €30 (plus shipping). This price includes
all of the SOEP data (100% version) with German
and English labels in Stata, SAS and SPSS, as well
as comprehensive documentation material. We also
plan to continue providing additional SOEP data-
sets to research groups for €5 each.

New SOEP Database Structure
Under Construction

The SOEP group is currently working on a new da-
tabase structure intended to provide you with the
SOEP data in an even more user-friendly format.
To this end, we are transforming mainly unaligned
cross-sections of annual survey data into a compre-

hensive temporal format (long format). This will si-
gnificantly facilitate longitudinal analysis because
of the harmonization of variable names, the decre-
ase in the number of variables, and the compilation
of the files across all waves. The long-format data
can of course be used with all the same software
packages that have been used with the SOEP data
up to now.

The data will be distributed in this new format in
about two years. We would like to exchange ideas
with you as soon as possible to plan this project in
the best possible way.

A preliminary version of the SOEP data in long
format will be made available simultaneously with
the 2008 data distribution and can be obtained now
upon request by power users who would like to work
with us to improve data management. This version
contains all data and thus can essentially already be
used for analyses.

We recommend, however, that only very expe-
rienced users test this new data structure. We would
be very pleased to obtain the results of such tests,
which would be of great benefit to us in Berlin and
later to all SOEP users.

8th International German Socio-
Economic Panel User Conference
SOEP2008 in Berlin, July 9-11, 2008

The 8th International German Socio-Economic Pa-
nel User Conference SOEP2008 in Berlin will take
place from July 9-11, 2008. The conference pro-
vides researchers using SOEP data the opportunity
to present and discuss their work with the SOEP
research community. Researchers from all disci-
plines (economics, demographics, geography, poli-
tical science, public health, psychology, sociology)
who use either the public-use version of the SOEP
or the SOEP part of the Cross-National Equivalent
Files (CNEF) will be presenting papers.

We again received a high number of submissions.
From the 84 external abstracts received 42 were se-
lected for presentation. 15 papers were chosen to be
presented in the poster session.

Because of the increasing interest in the conference,
the SOEP team decided to give researchers more
chances to present their work by offering a third
parallel session. Furthermore, papers authored so-
lely by SOEP staff members were not considered
for regular sessions but will be presented in a sepa-
rate poster session.

2008 is a very special year for the SOEP study:
wave 25 of the two original subsamples that started
in West Germany in 1984 are in the field. A spe-
cial session will honor this milestone event, which
provides a further incentive to make SOEP an even
better asset for the social and behavioral sciences.
Invited speakers to this special session include

Richard Hauser, Richard V. Burkhauser, and Heike
Solga. The long time director of SOEP*s fieldwork
organization, TNS Infratest, Bernhard von Rosen-
bladt will open this special event.

Awards

The Society of Friends of the DIW Berlin will honor
the best three papers and the best poster presented at
the conference. The SOEP2008 program committee
will act as a jury and will present the award at the
end of the conference.

The annual Young Scholar SOEP Symposium was
again a great success, as commentators and partici-
pating doctoral students confirmed. This event took
place on March 1-2, 2008, in Delmenhorst/Bremen.
It is supported by the Bremen International Gradua-
te School of Social Sciences (BIGSSS), the German
Socio-Economic Panel Study (SOEP), and the Hanse

G. Wagner. Zoellner said, “Professor Wagner has
made an outstanding contribution to research, to
public policy, to the public, and to Germany. Wag-
ner is without doubt one of the most distinguished
social scientists in Germany. Researchers the world
over work with the data sets of SOEP, which is thus
regarded as one of the most successful research
projects ever in the economic and social sciences
in Germany.”

Ernst Rietschel, President of the Leibniz Asso-
ciation, to which the SOEP belongs as a “Service
Institute,” expressed his congratulations to Gert
G. Wagner: “This award honors a distinguished
scholar who has also rendered outstanding ser-
vices in the improvement of the German research
infrastructure.

Gert G. Wagner studied economics and sociology in
Frankfurt am Main, then completed his doctorate in
1984 at the Berlin University of Technology (TUB)
in Berlin, where he attained his post-doctoral qua-
lification (Habilitation) in 1992. After a short time
as an adjunct professor (Privatdozent) in Berlin, he
took over a full professorship in social policy and
public economics at the Ruhr University in Bo-
chum (RUB) up to 1997. After declining an offer
from the University of Goettingen, he accepted a

professorship at the European University Viadrina
in Frankfurt (Oder) (EUV). Since 2002, he has been
a professor of economics at the Berlin University of
Technology. In the academic year 2008/2009 (April

Knight's Cross of the Order of Merit of the Federal
Republic of Germany conferred on Gert G. Wagner

Gert G. Wagner was awarded the Knight’s Cross of the Order of Merit of the Federal Republic of
Germany by Germany’s President Horst Koehler. Wagner is Professor of Economics at the Berlin
University of Technology (TU Berlin) and Faculty Member of the DIW Berlin Graduate Center
and the International Max Planck Research School LIFE. Since 1989, he has been responsible for
the Socio-Economic Panel (SOEP) at DIW Berlin (German Institute for Economic Research).

to March), he will be teaching as a Fellow of the
Max Weber Center for Advanced Cultural and So-
cial Studies at the University of Erfurt.

Gert G. Wagner served for six years as a member
of the German Science Council, which advises the
federal and state governments on questions of pro-
moting and developing universities, science, and
research in Germany, as well as on creating new
universities. His term of office ended at the begin-
ning of 2008.

Wagner was very active in policy advice between
2002 and 2005 as a member of various governmen-
tal advisory bodies. As a member of the “Riirup
Commission” convened by the German government
to make proposals for social security reform he pro-
posed a far-reaching reform of the pension system
and made a definitive contribution to the still on-
going debate over the reform of the health care insu-
rance in Germany, bringing the political discussion
to a scientifically sound level.

Since September 2007, Wagner has been a mem-
ber of the Research Resources Board (RRB) of
the British Economic and Social Research Coun-
cil (ESRC). He represents the German Science
Foundation (DFG) on the Founding Committee of
the “International Data Forum”.

Peter Mohler, Director of the Center for Surveys,
Methods, Analyses (GESIS-ZUMA), Mannheim,
held the laudatory address for Bernhard von Rosen-
bladt on the retirement celebration event in Munich
on 5. December 2007 and emphasized his outstan-
ding achievements for social research and in par-
ticular for SOEP. “Carrying out a panel study for
quarter of a century is an unbelievable accomplish-
ment,” said Mohler. He continued by saying that von
Rosenbladt represents excellent social research ba-
sed on strict scientific methods and high professio-
nalism. Mohler attributed von Rosenbladt’s success
to his personal qualities of constancy, reliability,
and farsightedness, as well as to the achievements
of his team.
