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Preliminary Remark 

The Socio-Economic Panel (SOEP) is conducted by infas Institute for Applied Social 
Sciences on behalf of the German Institute for Economic Research (DIW Berlin). This 
wave report documents the main steps of the empirical implementation and execu-
tion of this 40th survey wave for all subsamples of SOEP-CORE, SOEP-IS and the IAB-
BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees 2023, which were conducted in a mixed-mode de-
sign. All survey documents used are documented in the appendix. 
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1 Introduction 

As part of the German Socio-Economic Panel Study (SOEP), the same households 
are surveyed every year; in 2023 32,231 people in 26,212 households were inter-
viewed. The success story of the SOEP began in 1984 and our society has changed 
continuously since then. In order to be able to depict these developments repre-
sentatively for all people in Germany, respondents from new population groups 
were repeatedly included in the study. For example, the study was expanded to 
include the territory of the (former) GDR immediately after the fall of the Berlin 
Wall. In 2013, more migrants were included. Refugees were added in 2016 and, 
since 2019, particularly wealthy people have also been increasingly surveyed. 

In order to be able to survey different population groups with different focal 
points, SOEP consists of three sub-studies: 

1. SOEP-CORE: The main study contains more than 20 subsamples (with the 
identifiers A-R incl. M1, M2, M7 and M8). This sub-study contains the oldest 
subsamples, which have been participating in the survey since 1984. Since the 
beginning of the study, surveys have been conducted annually in private 
households with household members of different birth cohorts. In 2023, one 
new subsample (with the identifier M8c) was added, and thus new house-
holds and respondents took part in the study for the first time. 

2. IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees: This sub-study is composed of the four 
panel subsamples of refugees (M3-M6) and one new refreshment sample in 
2023 (M9), for the first time focusing also on refugees from Ukraine. The 
Ukrainian subsample is also known as Longitudinal Study of Ukrainian Refu-
gees in Germany (SUARE). In addition to DIW Berlin, both IAB-BAMF-SOEP Sur-
vey of Refugees and SUARE are commissioned by the Institute for Employ-
ment Research (IAB) and the Research Center of the Federal Office for Migra-
tion and Refugees (BAMF-FZ).  

3. SOEP-IS: This sub-study, known under the name of SOEP Innovation Sample 
(SOEP-IS), which has been running since 2011, primarily tests innovative con-
tent for the main study (SOEP-CORE). In previous years, innovative content 
had already been tested directly as part of the main study. Since 2011, how-
ever, the study has been running as an independent sub-study. Since 2012, 
international researchers have had the opportunity to investigate their own 
questions or research interests. These so-called innovative modules have a 
wide range of topics and objectives. The innovation survey currently com-
prises a total of eight subsamples (E1, E2, I1-I6), which are surveyed in a study 
design that differs from the main study. 

The study will officially enter its 40th survey wave in 2023. It is conducted by the 
infas Institute for Applied Social Sciences on behalf of the German Institute for 
Economic Research (DIW Berlin). The main steps in the empirical implementation 
and execution of the 40th survey wave for all three sub-studies are documented 
below. Firstly, the SOEP-CORE is discussed in Chapter 2, secondly the IAB-BAMF-
SOEP Survey of Refugees in Chapter 3, and thirdly the SOEP-IS in Chapter 4. All 
survey materials used for all three sub-studies are listed in the appendix.  
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2 SOEP-CORE 

The SOEP-CORE consists of a total of 23 individual subsamples in 2023. These dif-
fer in the selection of households to be interviewed and the year of the initial sur-
vey. 

Each subsample has an alphabetical code for internal differentiation. This is 
sorted in ascending order and (predominantly) depends on the date of the initial 
survey. For example, the first sample, which was interviewed for the first time in 
1984, has the identifier "A" and the subsample from the East, which was inter-
viewed for the first time in 1990, has the identifier "C". Between these two sub-
samples, there is also the so-called subsample of foreigners with the identifier "B", 
whose initial survey, like that of subsample "A", took place in 1984. All subsam-
ples and their identifiers can be found in the overview in Table 1. 

This persistent separation of the subsamples is a special feature of the SOEP. 
Households in all subsamples are interviewed in German. In addition, all survey 
instruments are also available in an English language version if needed.  

– Subsamples A to H: Subsamples A to H form the foundation of the SOEP. They 
still contain several thousand households from the first subsamples, some of 
them from 1984. Subsample A comprises private households whose heads of 
household did not have a migration background from five selected guest 
worker countries (Turkish, Greek, Yugoslavian, Spanish or Italian). Again, 
households with a migration background are grouped in subsample B. In sub-
sample C are households with heads of household on the territory of the for-
mer German Democratic Republic (GDR). Subsample D contains households in 
which at least one member immigrated to West Germany, mainly from East-
ern Europe, between 1984 and the time of drawing. Households with high in-
comes (at least 3,835 euro net monthly) are found in subsample G. Subsamples 
E, F and H are general refreshment samples, with households with at least one 
member with a non-German citizenship being overrepresented in subsample 
F. 

– Subsamples J and K: In 2011 and 2012, the SOEP was refreshed by subsamples 
J and K by an additional 4,500 households. These two refreshment samples 
were also drawn representatively. 

– Subsample L1, L2 and L3: In 2010, the Federal Ministry for Family Affairs, Sen-
ior Citizens, Women and Youth (BMFSFJ) commissioned the study "Families in 
Germany”. The households from this survey were integrated into the SOEP in 
2014. Subsample L1 includes households with at least one child born between 
January 2007 and March 2010. L2 exclusively includes households with single 
parents, low income, and/or three or more children. L3 was drawn in 2011 and 
includes households with single parents and/or three or more children. Sub-
samples L2 and L3 are combined into one row in Table 1. 

– Subsamples M1 and M2: Since 2013 (M1) and 2015 (M2), the migration sam-
ples M1 and M2 have been interviewed annually. Here, too, the client is DIW 
Berlin, but in cooperation with the Institute for Employment Research (IAB).

– Subsamples M7 and M8a: These migrant samples were drawn in 2020. The tar-
get group of the M7 subsample consists of migrants from the EU countries Po-
land, Bulgaria, and Romania and is intended to reflect migration dynamics in 
the period from 2016 to 2018. M8a consists of migrants from non-EU countries 
who arrived in Germany between 2017 and 2018. 

– Subsample M8b: This migrant sample was drawn in 2022. It consists of mi-
grants from non-EU countries who arrived in Germany between 2019 and 2020. 

– Subsample M8c: This migrant sample was drawn in 2023. It consists of mi-
grants from non-EU countries who arrived in Germany in 2020 or later. 

– Subsample N: The Programme for the International Assessment of Adult Com-
petencies (PIAAC) was commissioned by the OECD to examine the basic compe-
tencies needed to participate successfully in society and in working life. The first 
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survey was conducted in 2011/2012. The cooperation project PIAAC-L of GESIS 
(Leibniz Institute for the Social Sciences) aimed at transforming the PIAAC study 
into a longitudinal survey with three repeat waves. In 2017, households from 
this study were integrated into the SOEP.  

– Subsample O: In cooperation with the Federal Institute for Research on Build-
ing, Urban Affairs and Spatial Development (BBSR), new households were re-
cruited in 2018 in areas participating in the so-called "Socially Integrative City" 
program and combined into subsample O.  

– Subsample P: The "top shareholder" subsample P consists of households in 
which people live who own company shares of high value. A primary objective 
for drawing this sample was to put the federal government's Poverty and 
Wealth Report on a more solid empirical footing.  

– Subsample Q: In 2019, the SOEP was expanded to include the so-called LGB sam-
ple (Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual). This subsample Q supplements the SOEP with data 
on the living conditions of people with a homosexual and bisexual orientation; 
in this respect, the SOEP previously offered only few possibilities for analysis. 

– Subsample R: In 2022 the SOEP was refreshed by subsample R by additional 
households. R is a nationwide representative random sample. 

The following chapters provide an insight into the preparations for the 40th sur-
vey wave. In addition to the study design, including the incentive concept and the 
corresponding survey instruments, this also includes key data on interview train-
ing, contact strategies and tracking measures to find households that have moved 
away or not been reached. The panel samples (A-R, M1, M2, M7, M8a, M8b) are 
discussed first in Chapter 2.1, followed by the refreshment sample M8c in Chapter 
2.2.  

In each case, a brief overview of the study implementation for the respective sub-
sample(s) is given first. In order to gain an impression of the sample sizes, the 
gross sizes of the panel samples are then presented so that the initial situation of 
the addresses to be processed in 2023 is known. The implemented survey design 
is then presented, including the survey instruments used, the contact strategy ap-
plied and the interviewer deployment. Finally, the field results are presented.  

Following that, for the whole of SOEP-CORE, in Chapter 2.3 quality control is dis-
cussed as well as data checking, processing and delivery in Chapter 2.4.

2.1.1 Gross Sample 

The gross sample for the 2023 survey is based on the results of the previous year's 
wave. In principle, all active participants (households and household members) 
from the previous wave as well as the temporary dropouts from this wave - i.e. 
those who suspended their participation in 2022 - are asked again in 2023 to par-
ticipate in the study. Households or individuals who indicated in 2022 that they 
are no longer willing or able to support the study in the subsequent waves, on the 
other hand, will no longer participate in the study and do therefore not receive 
another invitation.  

As a result, 24,213 1households form the gross sample for the 2023 survey wave 
(see Table 3 and Table 4). Of these, 20,166 belong to the repeatedly surveyed 
households. Per design, households of the refreshment samples from 2022 (R and 
M8b) were only deployed in 2023 if they participated in 2022.   

Due to the dynamic panel concept, in which people who have moved out of a 
panel household continue to be interviewed as part of the study, the size of the 
gross sample also increases over the course of a wave. The new address is sur-
veyed by the interviewer and these persons form so-called split households. Only 
persons who have moved abroad cannot form split households and are not inter-
viewed further.  

At the end of the fieldwork for this 2023 survey wave, 437 new households were 
added.

The following tables provide information on the key household characteristics of 
the gross sample, differentiated according to the various subsamples. Table 5 and 
Table 6 provide information on household size, i.e. the number of members living 
in a household at the time of the interview. In subsamples A-Q, 67.0 percent of 
households consist of one or two household members and in subsample R 57.3 
percent. The difference can be explained by the fact that, on average, the house-
holds of subsamples A-Q consists of an older population in which children are 
more likely to have left home than in subsample R (the average age in A-Q is 45 
years and in R 38 years). In the migration samples M1, M2 and M7, this proportion 
is between 43.9 and 51.6 percent. In the M8a and M8b migration sample, however, 
the proportion of one- to two-person households is between 72.3 and 81.0 percent. 
This can be explained by the target population, which consists of young people 
who came to Germany as part of the Skilled Immigration Act to pursue gainful 
employment here.

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2.1.2 Design  

The mixed-mode design used for the panel samples in 2023 is presented below 
(Chapter 2.1.2.1). In addition, the survey instruments used are presented (Chapter 
2.1.2.2) so that an insight can be gained into what content was surveyed in 2023. 
The contact strategy (Chapter 2.1.2.3) is then presented at household and individ-
ual level, starting with the advance letter through to the thank-you letters. Fi-
nally, this chapter presents the interviewer deployment (Chapter 2.1.2.4). 

2.1.2.1 Mixed-mode Design 

For the panel samples A-R, M1, M2, M7, the mixed-mode design introduced last 
year was continued for the 2023 survey. It is shown in the following Figure 1. 

Abbildung 1 The Mixed-mode Design (A-R, M1, M2, M7) 
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All households of the panel samples A-R, M1, M2, M7 were initially interviewed 
face-to-face. The background to this is that each survey begins with the recording 
or updating of the household composition, and this always takes place in an in-
terviewer-administrated manner, i.e. via CAPI. Once all household compositions 
had been updated, it was known which persons in the household were to be in-
terviewed and which questionnaires these persons were to receive.2 All persons 
to be interviewed in the household initially remained in the face-to-face field. If 
the interviews took place at the target persons' homes, they could fill out their 
questionnaires on a tablet (CASI) on site, alternatively online (CAWI) or paper-
based (PAPI). If target persons chose the PAPI mode, the respective questionnaires 
were handed over to them by the interviewer. To hand out the paper question-
naires, interviewers used a designated electronic tool that guided them step-by-
step through the process of preparing and handing over each questionnaire that 
was to be filled out by the respective target person. This ensured that interviewers 
handed out the right questionnaires to the right target persons. If they chose the 
CAWI mode, they received their personal access data for the online questionnaire 
by mail.  

Those target persons who could not be reached in the household during the field-
work phase (temporary absentees) and those who refused to be interviewed due 
to "soft reasons for refusal" (no time, no desire, etc.) were also switched to the PAPI 
mode and were sent the paper questionnaires by post. 

An access link to the online survey was also printed on the PAPI questionnaires 
sent to them, so that target persons could decide for themselves, even after receiv-
ing their paper questionnaires, whether they wanted to fill them out with a pen 
or preferred the online questionnaire.  

In order to reach households or target persons not yet reached in the face-to-face 
field, they were transferred to the CATI field after at least four unsuccessful con-
tact attempts, provided that a telephone number was available for the household 
or person. Analogous to the face-to-face field, mode switching to CAWI and PAPI 
was also possible for target persons on request. PAPI questionnaires were then 
sent via post to the target persons. The mode switch to CAWI or PAPI for tempo-
rarily absent household members or soft refusals was automatic in the CATI field 
following the same procedure as in the face-to-face field. 

The households of the migration samples M8a and M8b followed a different sur-
vey design. To take account of the high mobility of parts of these samples, all 
households that completed their household questionnaire in the CAWI mode in 
the previous wave, also started in the CAWI mode in the 2023 wave (CAWI-start-
ers). It was not possible for these households to switch to other modes. Households 
that completed the household questionnaire in another mode in the previous 
wave, started in the CAPI mode, with the possibility of changing mode after com-
pletion of the household matrix, just like all the other samples (CAPI-starters). 
Since the proportion of CAWI realizations in M8b was substantially higher in 2022 

 

2 As the life situations of individual people can differ, the questionnaire is adapted to individual situations. For example, 
parents of young children are asked questions about them, whereas these questions are not included in the questionnaire 
for people without children. The content of the individual questionnaires is presented in chapter 2.1.2.2. 
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compared to M8a, the proportion of CAWI starters in 2023 was also quite different 
between the two samples. 10.4 percent (n = 186) of all M8a-households started in 
CAWI and 66.9 percent (n = 2,963) of all M8b-households.   

For all samples, the survey documents and instruments were also offered in the 
English language. For the survey instrument, a change of language was possible 
at any time by the interviewer (CAPI and CATI) or by the target person (CASI, 
CAWI) in the computer-based modes on each page of the questionnaire. In addi-
tion, in the interviewer-assisted modes the administration of the foreign lan-
guage instruments was carried out by native speaker interviewers. 

Persons who participated in the study received a postpaid cash incentive. Adult 
respondents born in 2005 or earlier received 10 euro in the samples A-R, M1, M2. 
In the migration samples M7, M8a and M8b adult respondents received a higher 
incentive of 40 euro to compensate for the lower probably of participation in these 
two subsamples. Adolescent respondents received 5 euro in cash with a thank-
you letter after the interview across all subsamples.  

Additionally, the interviewers received 2 euro for each household they had to con-
tact to buy a small gift of their choice (doorstep incentive). The interviewers also 
had the freedom to strategically save up the money for certain households and 
use the saved money to buy more expensive gifts for others.  

2.1.2.2 Survey Instruments 

A total of nine survey instruments were used in the 2023 survey, all of which were 
programmed as computer-assisted instruments. These were interlinked and con-
trolled in such a way that the assignment of the individual instruments was au-
tomated on the basis of the information from the household composition during 
the interview. All the instruments were translated into English. Additionally, all 
instruments that were addressed at adult respondents in the household, includ-
ing the household questionnaire, were also created as paper questionnaires.   

The survey started in each household by recording the household composition. 
This information was only ever collected from one person. This person was most 
familiar with the needs of the household and therefore had the role of “head of 
household” for the interview. The composition of the household was used to iden-
tify the other people who were to be interviewed as part of the study. The corre-
sponding individually compiled individual interview was then conducted with 
all household members to be interviewed. The individual questionnaire instru-
ments, the various combinations of which were used to create the individual in-
terviews, are presented in Table 11.

Household Matrix 

The composition of a household is recorded using an electronic tool (household 
matrix)3. This matrix shows an overview of all the people named in the last inter-
view. This overview was used to check with the head of household who still lives 
in the household, who no longer lives there or who may have moved in. In addi-
tion to the composition of the household, the relationships between the house-
hold members were also updated and completed.    

If children born in 2012 or later also lived in the household, it was determined 
who (usually one parent) would later receive the questions about the child or chil-
dren. In addition, for target youths in the household that were between 12 and 16 
years old, parental consent was obtained, so that they could also be interviewed.

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Household Questionnaire 

The “household” questionnaire asked for information on all aspects of the 
household.  

It has been used annually since the first survey wave in 1984. Current topics 
of the household questionnaire in the 2023 survey wave were:  

– Housing situation 
– Ownership and rent 
– Income and expenditure 
– Assets and investments 
– Household management 
– Children and care 
– Environmental and consumer behavior 
– Energy supply at home 

Individual Questionnaire 

The "Individual" questionnaire has also been used annually since the first survey 
wave. This was to be completed by all household members born in 2005 or earlier. 
The topics covered by the "individual" questionnaire 2023 included:  

– Life situation today 
– Satisfaction and emotionality 
– Education 
– Employment and secondary jobs 
– Health and illness 
– Political orientation  
– Attitudes and opinions 
– Origin and family 
– Mobility 

As part of the individual interview the respondent were also asked for their con-
sent to link the survey data to administrative data available at the Institute for 
Employment Research (IAB) and the German Pension Insurance (DRV). The IAB 
data includes information on employment history, phases of unemployment and 
participation in measures during unemployment. The DRV data includes data on 
benefits provided by pension insurance during the employment phase, such as 
medical or occupational rehabilitation measures. 
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Biography Questionnaire  

The “biography” questionnaire is used only once in total per target person to col-
lect important biographical data. It was aimed at new adult household members 
born in 2005 or earlier. In addition, it was directed at household members who 
had not previously answered this questionnaire in previous waves or who were 
completing the individual questionnaire for the first time (e.g., because they had 
reached or would reach the age of 18 this year).  

Topics of the biography questionnaire were:  

– Nationality and origin 
– Route to Germany 
– Occupation 
– Childhood and family 
– School and education 
– Marriage and partnership 

Gap Questionnaire  

The “gap” questionnaire was addressed to all target persons who did not complete 
an individual questionnaire in the last survey wave in 2022 but were scheduled 
to do so. It served to close the temporal "gap" from the last interview to the current 
survey wave. The topics of the gap questionnaire are: 

– Changes in employment 
– Social status 
– Educational attainment 
– Changes in family environment 

Grip Strength Test  

As a rule, participants in the ‘Life in Germany’ study are asked to measure their 
grip strength every four years, which is aimed at all target persons born in 2005 
or earlier. The grip strength is always measured at the beginning of an interview 
(even for those who afterwards want to complete their questionnaire in PAPI, 
CAWI or CASI). 

Grip strength, or the strength of the handshake, is a recognised health indicator 
in science. It influences many everyday functions, such as holding heavy objects 
or pulling up one's own body. The gripping force is measured using a hand force 
meter (or dynamometer), which consists of a handle with a load gauge and an 
analogue reading scale. Two measurements are taken alternately for each hand. 
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Youth Questionnaire 

In the previous survey wave 2022 the youth questionnaires consisted of three dif-
ferent survey instruments that were used for specific years. In this year's survey 
wave 2023, these were replaced by an integrated youth questionnaire covering 
the cohorts 2006-2011 (12 to 17 years old). 

For adolescents that were below 17 years old, parental consent was required. The 
topics of the youth questionnaire differ according to age, but overall cover the fol-
lowing areas:  

– Attitudes and opinions 
– Relationships and social environment 
– Leisure and sports 
– School, training and career 
– Future plans 
– Health and well-being 
– Self-image 
– Life situation and satisfaction 
– Job and money 
– Political identity 

Competency Test “Lust auf DJ” 

Additionally, to the youth questionnaire, respondents of the birth cohort 2006 
were also asked to participate in the competency test “Lust auf DJ” licensed by the 
Hogrefe Publishing Group. “Lust auf DJ” was to be administered as a self-inter-
view – preferably on the CASI tablet but alternatively also on the interviewer lap-
top. In this test the youths were to perform three different thinking exercises in a 
limited amount of time. The task in each of these exercises was to insert a missing 
element: first words, then math symbols and at last figures. They had seven 
minutes for the first exercise, ten minutes for the second and ten minutes for the 
last. The device on which the test was carried out automatically kept track of the 
time. 

Child Questionnaire 

The questionnaire for children was answered by a parent rather than by the chil-
dren themselves and referred to children younger than 12 years old born (born 
between 2012 and 2023).  

 Topics of the child questionnaires include (but are not limited to):  

– Pregnancy history and birth 
– Health status of the child 
– Personality of the child 
– Development, language and behavior 
– School and personal environment of the child 
– Care situation 
– Parental role and parenting style 
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Questionnaire "Deceased Individual" 

This questionnaire was aimed at household members who experienced a family 
loss in 2022. The deceased individual did not necessarily have to have lived in the 
target person's household. Whether or not to submit this questionnaire was de-
cided based on the information in the individual questionnaire. The aim of this 
questionnaire was to obtain as accurate a picture as possible of the circumstances 
and effects of the death. Topics of the questionnaire deceased individual include:  

– Relationship and relationship to the deceased 
– Reasons and circumstances of the death 
– Health of the deceased 
– Satisfaction and life circumstances of the deceased 

Residential Environment Questionnaire 

In addition to the information in the household questionnaire, information on the 
residential environment was also obtained from the interviewers. They were 
asked to answer a total of ten questions on the residential environment for each 
household they worked with, regardless of whether an interview with the house-
hold could be completed or not.  

2.1.2.3 Contacting and Communication 

Prior to being contacted by an interviewer, all household members of the panel 
samples A-R, M1, M2, M7 as well as the CAPI-starters of M8a, M8b that were listed 
in the panel register and who turned 18 in the survey year (in 2023 all household 
members born 2005 or earlier) received an advance letter to announce the start of 
the new survey wave. 

After receiving the letter, the households were contacted by an interviewer. If a 
valid telephone number was available, the interviewer contacted the household 
by telephone. If no valid telephone number was available or the telephone contact 
attempts were unsuccessful, the interviewer made personal contact with the 
household, to schedule an interview appointment.  

To help the interviewers establishing contact and scheduling an interview with 
the household, they were given some supporting materials. Contact cards for ex-
ample could be dropped into the mailbox, thus establishing initial contact, if the 
household was home when contacting in person.  

If there was a wish to answer the questionnaires as PAPI or CAWI or if the inter-
viewer could not reach the household several times even during personal contact, 
further letters were sent centrally by infas. Figure 2 shows the contact strategy in 
2023.  

The CAWI-starter households of M8a, M8b received a letter with access to the web 
survey. As part of a sequential approach, the initial CAWI letter invited the head 
of household to take part in the survey first. In addition to his designated ques-
tionnaires, the head of household would complete an online version of the house-
hold matrix. The letter put special emphasis on the importance of the 
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Fieldwork Measures 

To ensure a high response rate, different fieldwork measures were applied during 
the field. For the households that started in CAPI the following measures were ap-
plied:  

Households that could not be reached after several unsuccessful attempts were 
sent a follow-up letter (addressed to the head of household of the previous wave) 
during the field, reminding them again about the study and asking them to par-
ticipate. Since the households could not be contacted, they were also asked to up-
date their address data via the online address portal. 

Households where no interview could be achieved by an interviewer but also did 
not give a hard refusal were switched to the PAPI mode near the end of the field-
work phase. Those households received a letter addressed to the head of house-
hold of the previous wave including the respective paper questionnaires and a 
paper version of the household matrix as well as a postage-paid return envelope. 
Additionally, the samples R, M1, M2, M7, M8a, M8b received a CAWI-link ad-
dressed to the head of household that led to an online version of the household 
matrix and the respective questionnaires.  

Those households that had been switched to a self-administered mode with the 
previous measure, but still did not participate, then received up to two follow-up 
letters addressed to the head of the household.     

Fieldwork measures were not just applied at the household level but also at the 
individual level.  

All target persons who indicated in the interview that they did not wish to partic-
ipate in this wave of the survey (soft refusals) received a refusal conversion letter 
with the respective paper questionnaires, a postage-paid return envelope and the 
access data to the online survey. The target persons could then choose whether 
they wanted to participate in PAPI or CAWI.  

All target persons who desired a mode switch but subsequently still did not par-
ticipate in the study within four weeks received a follow-up letter. The same was 
true for soft refusals who initially received a refusal conversion letter but still did 
not participate in the study. Each follow-up letter was accompanied by the paper 
questionnaires to be completed individually, with a note that alternatively the 
survey could always be completed online.  

At the time where the final follow-up letter with the post incentive was sent on 
the household level (see above), a comparable follow-up letter was also sent out 
on the individual level. This letter was addressed to target persons in households 
where the household matrix had already been completed, but who had not yet 
taken part themselves.    
 
The CAWI-starters received two follow-up letters addressed to the head of house-
hold throughout the fieldwork phase.

Panel Maintenance Measures 

Two panel maintenance measures were taken as part of the 2023 survey wave for 
the panel households: Mailing of a New Year's card and a birthday card. The aim 
of panel maintenance measures is to maintain a dialog with panel participants 
and to keep the panel present among them. 

In January 2024, a New Year's card was also sent to households in all subsamples. 
In addition to New Year's wishes from DIW Berlin and infas, this card contained a 
thank-you for participating in the 2023 survey wave with a brief outlook on the 
next wave. The birthday card was sent to all adult panel members.  

Survey Documents 

All communication and survey documents that were used in the survey are now 
described in more detail below. An overview of the survey documents used across 
subsamples is provided in Table 12.

On all letters, a study-specific e-mail address was indicated as a communication 
channel to infas, as well as the number of a free study hotline. Target persons 
could contact infas at any time with questions and were then supported by spe-
cially trained staff and, in the case of further inquiries, by the project manage-
ment.  
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Advance Letters 

As stated above, shortly before the respective field operation all household mem-
bers of the households that started in CAPI born 2005 or earlier received a personal 
advance letter announcing the survey for the current survey wave. The advance 
letter also referred to the need to make personal contact. Furthermore, reference 
was also made to contact possibilities that had been set up for feedback at infas. 
Furthermore, the incentive was announced. Also as stated above, the CAWI-start-
ers, following a sequential approach first received an advance letter to the head 
of household. After he took part in the survey, further advance letters were sent 
out to all other household members.    

The following additional materials were enclosed with all advance letters: 

– A study flyer that briefly informed participants about all aspects of the study, 
including some scientific results from the previously collected data. 

– A data protection sheet, in which the participants were comprehensively in-
formed about the topic of data protection. It was described who processes which 
data, for what purpose and how. In addition, the participants were informed 
about their rights, the origin of the data and the voluntary nature of their par-
ticipation. 

Thank-you Letter  

The personal thank-you letter was sent to the participants shortly after success-
ful participation, including the cash incentive and an interviewer control ques-
tionnaire with a return envelope.  

As part of the interview, some respondents were asked for their consent to link 
data from the German Pension Insurance (see Chapter 2.1.3.6). This required writ-
ten consent. In order to obtain the written consent of respondents who partici-
pated in the CAWI or CATI mode, the relevant documents (information sheet for 
record linkage of DRV data, two copies of the consent form for record linkage of 
DRV data; see below) were also sent with the thank-you letter. A postage-paid re-
turn envelope was enclosed in this case for respondents to return one copy of 
signed consent form to infas.  

Letter after Mode Switch 

All target persons who indicated in the interview that they would prefer to self-
administer their questionnaire as a CAWI received a letter within the next two 
weeks regarding the mode switch. The target persons received the access data 
(link, password and QR code) for the online survey with the letter. The switch let-
ter to PAPI was accompanied by the individually prepared questionnaires includ-
ing a postage-free return envelope. In addition, the access data for the online sur-
vey were printed on the letter and on all paper questionnaires.  
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Conversion Letter 

As stated above, all target persons and households who indicated in the interview 
that they did not wish to participate in this wave of the survey (soft refusals) re-
ceived a conversion letter. In this letter, the individuals were asked to participate 
in this year's survey via CAWI or PAPI after all. It therefore contained the corre-
sponding CAWI access data and corresponding PAPI questionnaires.  

Follow-up Letter 

All target persons who wished to switch to a self-administered mode and target 
persons or households who received a conversion letter were initially asked to 
participate again by follow-up letter.   

Letter for Non-contacts 

Those households that could not be reached by interviewers received a letter for 
non-contact persons or households after at least six unsuccessful contact at-
tempts, requesting a contact data update. This contact data update could be done 
via the online address portal (via link or QR code) as well as by phone or e-mail.  

2.1.2.4 Interviewer Deployment 

The complex requirements of the study require careful selection and training of 
the interviewers. All interviewers selected for the SOEP had to complete a compre-
hensive training program before the start of the fieldwork, consisting of a prepa-
ration phase, participation in a digital or presence training event and a follow-up 
phase. 

In order to do justice to the interviewers with their different levels of experience, 
the training program was designed once for interviewers with study experience 
in SOEP and once for those without specific study experience. In addition, the 
training courses for CAPI and CATI interviewers were separated in order to be able 
to adequately take into account the respective special features with regard to the 
technical framework conditions and the different contact strategies (personal 
contacts on site/telephone contacts). 

In the following, the respective contents and the procedure for the implementa-
tion of the training program with regard to all phases are presented as well as an 
overview of the interviewers used. 

2.1.2.5 Training for CAPI and CATI Interviewers 

For the preparation phase, the interviewers were given a time window of two 
weeks before participating in the actual training event. During this time, they had 
to work through an interviewer manual, which also included answering specific 
follow-up questions.  

It has been shown that those who have prepared themselves intensively are bet-
ter able to follow the program of the training events. In addition, a preparation 
phase makes it possible to reduce the scope of the actual training event. A

preparation phase with independent learning elements has the advantage that 
participants can organize their time more individually and that the completion of 
individual modules is not dependent on the pace of learning in the group. Last but 
not least, such a concept also appeals to different types of learners, as various me-
dia and materials are available for preparation. 

The materials were in detail: 

a. Interviewer Manual 

The SOEP interviewer manual is a comprehensive set of rules for interviewing. 
The manual covers all aspects that are important for conducting the interview: 
basic information on the study and on how to conduct the survey, rules for con-
tacting households, how to handle household information in the instrument, and 
also information on selected questions in the questionnaire and general interview 
techniques and rules. The manual serves interviewers not only for preparation 
and familiarization, but also as a reference book throughout the fieldwork.  

b. Videos to Illustrate Learning Content 

The use of videos in the training program primarily served to illustrate the han-
dling of the tool, which was used to document the household composition and the 
relationships between all household members. Specifically, the videos explained 
individual entries and the exact procedure of the tool. The explanations were 
highlighted in writing. Additionally, there was a video to illustrate the correct ad-
ministration of the grip strength test. All videos were not only available to the 
interviewers during preparation via the online platform but were also perma-
nently accessible there during the field period. 

c. Tests to Monitor Success 

The infas learning platform was set up in such a way that it was possible to mon-
itor the success of the preparation. The interviewers' level of knowledge of indi-
vidual study-relevant topics was determined by means of a short knowledge test. 
This test was a prerequisite for all interviewers to take part in a training event and 
was therefore mandatory. 

The training events form the focus of the SOEP training program. Training events 
were conducted in presence and digitally (webinar). The training events in pres-
ence were hosted in Bonn and took place over two days (first day: 15:00 to 19:00, 
second day: 9:00 to 12:00). The digital training events were hosted via webinar 
and lasted 5.5 hours in total. All interviewers without former experience in the 
SOEP survey had to attend a training event in presence. Interviewers with experi-
ence in the SOEP survey could choose whether they wanted to attend a training 
event in presence or a digital training event. The number of participants was lim-
ited to 40 interviewers for the training events in presence and 50 interviewers for 
the digital training events. 

The structure of the training events in presence and the digital training events is 
the same. Lectures convey the theoretical content of the study, and the question-
naire and the tools work are presented on the basis of sample cases. All parts of 
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the training are structured in such a way that a round of questions is regularly 
scheduled after each session, in which all questions that arise can be answered 
and solutions can be worked out together. 

The training program in the SOEP consists of several (thematic) blocks, which 
were deepened differently depending on the experience of the interviewers. In 
the first block of training, the interviewers were informed about the survey design 
and the individual subsamples. Furthermore, the household definition, the vali-
dation of a household head as well as the various questionnaires and possible 
mode changes were explained in this block. The second block served as intensive 
preparation for making contact. For this purpose, the interviewers were intro-
duced to the entire contacting strategy of the study and practiced, including per-
sonal contacting by the interviewers themselves. In the next block, the technical 
tools were demonstrated live using a case study. In the following block, individual 
questionnaires and the various options for changing the mode of the survey in-
strument were demonstrated in practice. 

In order to get an overview of the level of knowledge and to increase the activity 
of the participants, quiz questions were integrated into the individual blocks. At 
the end of the training, the focus was on the further procedure and organization 
of the field work. Following the training event, everyone had another opportunity 
to apply the study-specific handling of all questionnaire instruments in practice 
on their own. Discussion forums were also offered to provide support. 

The primary purpose of the post-training phase is to give interviewers confidence 
for their first practical assignment and to deepen what they have learned. In prin-
ciple, all interviewers, regardless of their experience after the training event, are 
encouraged to use the test version of the question program and to practice enter-
ing an interview before they start their actual work in the field; for this purpose, 
they are provided with a constructed sample case. A central component of the 
support for the rather inexperienced interviewers is the individual training before 
the first field assignment (coaching via TeamViewer). Here, not only the handling 
of the questions (adherence to standardization, speed and clarity of reading aloud, 
etc.), but also the input of the answers is monitored and evaluated. In addition, 
there was an interviewer forum in which the interviewers could exchange infor-
mation among themselves as well as with the project management. 

In addition to these three training phases, the interviewers had the opportunity 
to take advantage of support in the form of coaching during the entire field phase. 
In addition, they were informed about the current status of the field and innova-
tions (e.g. in the form of additional materials provided) in the form of regular re-
ports and memos.  

A total of 433 CAPI interviewers and 85 CATI interviewers were trained for the 
SOEP study on 16 training dates. Twelve CAPI training sessions were held before 
the start of the field. To increase the number of interviewers in the face-to-face 
field, four additional training sessions were held in July, August and September. 
From September onwards, CATI interviewers were also prepared for their work in 
a total of two training events during the ongoing fieldwork. 
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2.1.2.6 CATI and Face-to-face Interviewer Staff 

The deployed CAPI and CATI interviewers had many years of experience with 
household surveys and combined cross-sectional and longitudinal instruments as 
well as experience especially with target groups that are generally considered dif-
ficult. A total of 518 interviewers were deployed, 433 in the CAPI field and 85 in 
the CATI field.4 The characteristics of the interviewer staff used are shown in the 
following Table 13.

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In the distribution of structural characteristics, the interviewer staff shows a 
higher proportion of men in the face-to-face field, whereas the proportion of 
women predominates in the CATI field. The age distribution shows greater differ-
ences with regard to the distinction between CAPI and CATI interviewers. The tel-
ephone interviewers are on average a lot younger than the interviewers in the 
face-to-face field.  

2.1.3 Results 

The following subchapter presents the field results for the panel samples in 2023. 
Results at the household level are presented first (Chapter 2.1.3.1), followed by re-
sults at the individual level (Chapter 2.1.3.2). The results at the instrument level 
are then discussed (Chapter 2.1.3.3), as well as questionnaire duration (Chapter 
2.1.3.4), the use of different modes and interviewing languages (Chapter 2.1.3.5), 
the results of the questions on consent to record linkage (Chapter 2.1.3.6) and the 
tracking results (Chapter 2.1.3.7).  

2.1.3.1 Participation at Household Level 

At the household level, the gross sample was comprised of 24,650 households in 
the subsamples A-R, M1, M2, M7, M8a, M8b in 2023. 14,168 of those households 
participated, resulting in a response rate of 57.5 percent.  

Figure 3 shows the cumulation of completed household interviews over the field-
work phase. The field period ran from April 2023 to the end of December 2023. 
Interviews were completed throughout the entire field-work phase. The number 
of complete interviews increased steadily up to calendar week 43. In the calendar 
weeks 44 to 47 the number of additional completions was relatively low and then 
increased significantly one last time in calendar week 49 as all fieldwork efforts 
were concentrated for one final push.

In 12,428 households, both the household questionnaire and at least one individ-
ual interview were completed besides the obligatory household matrix (AAPOR 
codes 1.1, 1.2), and 8,392 of those households were surveyed completely, i.e. all 
household members born in or before 2005 could be interviewed. 

Looking at the interview status of the last survey, of the households interviewed 
again, 66.4 percent participated again. Of the temporary dropouts from the last 
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survey, 17.0 percent could be brought back into the panel and of the split house-
holds5, 20.1 percent were interviewed. 

The non-response of households in this survey wave is primarily constituted of 
temporary dropouts (31.2 percent), i.e. cases that might participate again in the 
next survey wave, with the main reason for these dropouts being soft refusals 
(18.7 percent of the gross sample). Permanent refusals at household level occurred 
in 10.3 percent of households. 

Table 15 and Table 16 show the field results on the household level differentiated 
by subsample. The response is a lot higher in subsamples A-Q (65.8 percent) com-
pared to subsample R (49.2 percent). This was to be expected since subsample R 
was reinterviewed for the first time, whereas subsample A-Q have been in the 
panel for a longer period. Noticeably, subsamples A-Q as well as subsample R all 
have a higher response than the migration samples M1, M2, M7, M8a. Reasons for 
these results in the migration samples are in the growing proportion of temporary 
dropouts that are harder to re-interview as well as the high mobility of the target 
population that make accessibility more difficult. Furthermore, the proportion of 
soft refusals in the migration samples M1, M2, M7 and M8a is somewhat higher 
compared to subsamples A-R, indicating a lower motivation for participating in 
the study. Even more importantly, the proportion of households that could not be 
reached (Non-contact, AAPOR code 2.2) or where the address turned out to be in-
correct (Unable to locate address, AAPOR code 3.18) is a lot higher, speaking for the 
high mobility of this target group. This is particularly true for subsample M8a 
where for 12.4 percent of the sample the address was incorrect in 2023 and where 
another 13.1 percent could not be reached.  

However, also between the individual migration samples strong differences in re-
sponse behavior can be observed with response being higher in the older subsam-
ples M1, M2 (45.6 percent) and lower in the younger subsamples M7 and M8a 
(27.3 percent and 35.2 percent respectively), which have only been part of the 
study since 2020. Subsample M7´s goal was to capture migration dynamics and 
processes from 2016 to 2018 with a focus on EU migration. M8a on the other hand, 
was used to evaluate the Skilled Immigration Act, which came into force March 
1st, 2020, and was aimed at migrants from third countries who came to Germany 
between 2017 and 2018. Both subsamples consist of target population that are 
highly mobile and therefore difficult to reach and recruit for an interview.  

It is striking that the response rate of the M8b subsample surveyed for the first 
time in 2022 is considerably higher (59.2 percent) than that of M8a, although the 
target group and the survey design is the same. The main reason for this is that 
all the M8b households participated last year, whereas the M8a gross sample con-
tains a much higher proportion of hard-to-interview temporary dropouts (67 per-
cent of the gross sample). Additionally, the number of CAWI-starters is much 
higher in the M8b than in the M8a (66.2 percent in M8b, 10.4 percent in M8a) in-
dicating the advantages of this mode for this highly mobile target population.

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Contact Effort 

Over the entire fieldwork phase, households in subsamples A-R were contacted on 
average 4.3 times by interviewers from the face-to-face or CATI field. This average 
value is mainly due to the average number of contact attempts for interviewed 
households. At the maximum, an interview was completed at the 78th contact. In 
comparison, a considerable effort is shown for the households that could not be 
reached. Here, the mean number of contact attempts, 5.1, is higher than the mean 
value for interviewed households (3.8). For soft refusals, the average number of 
contacts was 6.8. Here, a maximum of 69 contact attempts were made (see Table 
17).

Effects of Field Measures at Household Level 

As described in chapter 2.1.2.3, several field measures were implemented in the 
2023 survey to increase response. The effects of the measures implemented at the 
household level are described in the following. 

Letter for Non-contacts 

During the field period, letters for non-contacts on the household level were sent 
to household heads which could not be reached by an interviewer, requesting a 
contact data update. In total, 12,731 households received such a letter (see Table 
18). Of the households receiving the letter 2,811 (22.1 percent) updated their con-
tact data. 

A closer look at the households that have updated their contact data reveals a high 
willingness to be interviewed. Of the 2,811 households that updated their contact 
data, 2,381 households (84.7 percent) subsequently realized the household matrix.

Conversion Letter 

All target persons and households who indicated in the interview that they did 
not wish to participate in this wave of the survey (soft refusals) received a conver-
sion letter at centrally determined times during the course of the fieldwork.  

Table 19 shows that most PAPI realizations took place after receiving the first fol-
low-up letter (13.5 percent), which asked again to participate after conversion. 
Since only a few realizations took place after the second follow-up letter, it can be 
seen that a single reminder is usually effective in motivating the respondents.

Similar to the follow-up letters after the conversion, it can be seen that most re-
spondents completed the interview after the first follow-up letter (26.5 percent). 
After the second follow-up letter, only 82 realizations (5.0 percent in total, 10.4 
percent of the cases that received that letter) were made. 

2.1.3.2 Participation at Individual Level 

Table 22 and Table 23 below show the result of the 2023 survey according to the 
SOEP-AAPOR classification for adult target persons born in 2005 or earlier. As 
shown there, a total of 18,037 individuals from the SOEP-CORE panel samples par-
ticipated in the survey. This corresponds to a total of 38.7 percent. Of the 61.3 per-
cent who did not participate in the study in 2023, 13 percent dropped out perma-
nently. The differentiation of subsamples shows that the lower response in the 
migration samples we observe on the household level can also be seen on the in-
dividual level. It should be mentioned that the M8b subsample also stands out at 
the individual level with a higher response compared to the other migration sam-
ples (42.5 percent). Noticeably, the response in subsample R (25.8 percent) is lower 
than in the subsamples A-Q (49.0 percent). The reasons for these results lie in the 
fact, that its first re-interview of this sample in 2023, which results in a higher 
number of dropouts. This will decrease as respondents become more familiar with 
the study.

Partial unit non-response describes the situation where some but not all house-
hold members eligible and selected for the individual interviews have been suc-
cessfully interviewed. A household is considered fully realized when all adult 
household members have been interviewed, i.e. complete personal interview has 
been conducted and the head of the household has answered the household ques-
tionnaire. The partial unit non-response (PUNR) is 52.2 percent for all subsamples 
(see Table 24 and Table 25). As a direct result of the observed differences in re-
sponse behavior at the individual level, the PUNR is higher for subsample R com-
pared to the other basis samples A-Q. It is also consistent with the previous obser-
vations that the PUNR of the migration sample M8b is lower than the PUNR of the 
other migration samples.

Switch to PAPI 

All respondents who wished to receive PAPI were handed the paper question-
naires by the interviewer.

All respondents wishing to answer the questionnaires online received a letter 
with access information to the online survey (CAWI switch). These CAWI switch 
letters were sent to 7,061 adult household members (see Table 28) throughout the 
field period. With 34.8 percent the CAWI participation was higher prior to follow-
up than after receiving the follow-up letter (21.0 percent), which is, interestingly, 
the reverse of the PAPI switch measure.

All target persons and households who indicated in the interview that they did 
not wish to participate in this wave of the survey (soft refusals) received a conver-
sion letter.  

Table 29 shows that around half of the 2,896 conversion letters sent resulted in 
realizations (45.9 percent). This shows, that offering flexibility in what mode re-
spondents want to participate in the survey is essential to reach as many respond-
ents as possible.

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2.1.3.3 Participation at Instrument Level 

As explained in Chapter 2.1.2.2, a total of nine questionnaire variants were used 
in the SOEP-CORE in 2023 (without taking into account different language vari-
ants). Table 30 and Table 31 provide an overview of the number of questionnaires 
that were filled out, differentiated by the known sample groups in SOEP-CORE. 

A total of 49,427 questionnaires were answered in 2023. Two questionnaires 
stand out in terms of frequency: the two main instruments, the household ques-
tionnaire (n=12,764) and the individual questionnaire (n=18,037). As the grip 
strength test is to be carried out every four years by all adult target persons, the 
high number of completed questionnaires should also be emphasized (n=12,195). 
In the subsamples with CAWI-starters (M8a, M8b) the amount of grip strength 
test realizations is naturally lower, as it was not intended by design. This espe-
cially affected M8b since the amount of CAWI-starters was very high in this sam-
ple (see Chapter 2.1.2.1).     

With a total of over 1,000 completed questionnaires each, the child questionnaire, 
"Biography"6 and "Gap" also stand out, which are only to be completed under cer-
tain conditions. The "gap" questionnaire, for example, is to be filled out by target 
persons who did not fill out the "individual questionnaire" in the last wave but 
were scheduled to do so. This means that in 2023, more than 1,000 adults partici-
pated in the study again after having suspended their participation last year.

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2.1.3.4 Questionnaire Duration 

The content and length of a questionnaire are key elements in keeping the burden 
on target persons low and their motivation to (further) participate in the study 
high. The questionnaires used in SOEP-CORE 2023 consist of a different number of 
questions and answer options. Thus, the duration of the questionnaires varies 
considerably. Table 33 provides an overview of the durations of the individual 
questionnaire variants. In 2023, for example, an average personal interview con-
sisting of the personal questionnaire and a children´s questionnaire lasted about 
50 minutes.

2.1.3.5 Interviewing Modes and Languages 

Table 34 provides information on the mode used to complete the questionnaires. 
It can be seen that most of the questionnaires were answered interviewer admin-
istered. However, the “Gap” and “Biography” questionnaires show that self-ad-
ministered modes, especially CAWI, were increasingly chosen, with more than 40 
percent each. A closer look at the self-administered modes shows that the ques-
tions on the household and the person were frequently answered via PAPI com-
pared to other questionnaires. This can be explained by the fact that all question-
naires have been offered for completion in this form since the beginning of the 
study and are therefore familiar to the participants. The presentation of the youth 
questionnaire shows that a large proportion of the corresponding age groups rep-
resented here (cohort 2006-2011) prefer to participate online.

Experience shows that the panel samples in the SOEP-CORE are almost exclusively 
surveyed in German, although all questionnaires are also offered in English. The 
M8a and M8b subsamples are a major exception, with about half of their inter-
views conducted in English. Table 35 shows how often English was used in the 
personal interviews for the adult and adolescent respondents. From the 910 inter-
views in that were conducted in English, almost all of them (95.6 percent) were 
conducted in the M8a and M8b migration samples.

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2.1.3.6 Record Linkage Consent 

In order to be able to link data from the Institute for Employment Research (IAB) 
or the German Pension Insurance (DRV) to the survey data after completion of the 
survey, each adult respondent is asked for their consent in the questionnaire if 
they have not already given it before or have refused it twice. Consent is requested 
separately for both linkage purposes. For the DRV-linkage written consent is 
needed while for the IAB-linkage verbal consent is sufficient.  

In the 2023 survey wave, 2,939 respondents in the panel samples of the SOEP-
CORE were asked for their consent to link data from the Institute for Employment 
Research (see Table 36), and 1,687 respondents gave their consent.  

Looking at the DRV-linkage, we see that 2,974 respondents were asked for their 
consent this year and 1,528 respondents gave it.

2.1.3.7 Tracking Techniques 

One of the central problems when conducting panel studies is panel mortality. 
This refers to the temporary or permanent loss of respondents. Loss of addresses 
due to poor address quality or relocation of respondents is one of several reasons 
for loss. In parallel to the field measures described above, tracking measures were 
carried out throughout the entire course of the fieldwork to counteract the loss of 
respondents due to address and contact data problems. 

Tracking is generally understood to mean determining the contact information of 
respondents who would otherwise be lost for a survey as part of a panel study or 
who could not be interviewed. Tracking measures are a central means of reducing 
panel losses and keeping the response rate constant over several waves. In order 
to measure changes in longitudinal studies, it is particularly important to keep 
people in the sample who have changed their place of residence. 

The aim is to achieve an unbiased response rate and avoid selectivity in a panel, 
regardless of whether a person can be reached or not. In addition, the respondents 
should be interviewed again in subsequent waves, regardless of where they cur-
rently live. This means that dropouts should be minimized as far as possible due 
to inaccessibility. There are various strategies that can be used on a case-by-case 
basis. They range from asking the interviewers to make further contact attempts 
to having the addresses processed by other interviewers. 
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Various tracking measures were used proactively. Address research ("tracking") 
was carried out for households that could not be contacted during the fieldwork 
due to incorrect address information provided by the interviewers. The Deutsche 
Post Addressfactory was used first; if this was unsuccessful, tracking was initiated 
via the residents' registration offices (EWO). 

At the same time, the interviewers themselves also searched for address updates. 
In turn, the target persons were able to contact the infas hotline themselves to 
pass on new information, so that address updates could also be collected in this 
way. Table 37 shows the results of all measures.

A total of 5,215 addresses were tracked in the panel samples. In almost all cases 
relevant information could be acquired. For about 10 percent of these, the known 
address was confirmed and for almost 90 percent, new address data could be re-
searched. In around one percent of these tracking cases, the research revealed that 
they had dropped out of the panel. It can be seen, that the adressfactory tracking 
measure most frequently confirms old addresses, while the other sources in them-
selves most frequently confirm new addresses. Nevertheless, old addresses are 
most frequently confirmed via the hotline (79.4 percent)  
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2.2.1 Gross Sample 

The M8c sample was split into two groups: Around 20 percent (n = 3,500) of the 
households started in the CAPI-Mode (CAPI-starters) and about 80 percent (n = 
13,000) started in the CAWI-Mode. The study design of M8c is based on the expe-
riences of the refreshment sample M8b in 2022, in which, due to the high mobility 
of this target population, the increased use of CAWI-Mode had a positive effect on 
the realizations. In terms of the distribution of the sample across the federal states 
of Germany, the distribution is broadly similar to that of the German population 
(see Table 39). The deviating distribution in the municipality size class is very 
striking (see Table 40). The cases from the M8c sample cluster very clearly in the 
large and largest municipalities in Germany (population > 100,000).

2.2.2 Design 

The CAPI-Starters of the M8c sample followed the same mixed-mode design as the 
panel samples, except the post-incentive after the completion of the interview 
was higher for adult respondents (40 euro) to compensate for the lower probably 
of participation of the M8c. The same interviewer staff was employed for refresh-
ment sample M8c as for the panel samples (see Chapter 2.1.2.4). The incentive con-
cept of the M8c sample was complemented by a “Screen-out”. This describes cases 
that do not belong to the M8c target population due to certain characteristics and 
should therefore not be surveyed as part of this subsample. These included re-
spondents living in a residential home, hotel or pension, respondents born in 
countries that are now members of the EU (Norway, Liechtenstein, Iceland) or 
Switzerland and the United Kingdom, respondents who are asylum seekers or ref-
ugees and respondents who came to Germany in 2019 or earlier. If respondents 
were screened-out, they received 20 euro postpaid for their willingness to partici-
pate together with the thank-you-letter. 

The CAWI-Starters of the M8c sample followed the same design as the CAWI-Start-
ers of the M8a and M8b panel samples. As part of a sequential approach, the initial 
CAWI letter invited the head of household to take part in the survey first. In this 
case, the head of the household was always automatically considered to be the 
person drawn from the sample, without identifying first which person was most 
familiar with the needs of the household. However, the need for this identifica-
tion was also less in the case of M8c since the experience from M8a and M8b has 
shown that a large proportion of the households in this target population consists 
of one-person households anyway. 

In addition to his designated questionnaires, the head of household would com-
plete an online version of the household matrix. The letter put special emphasis 
on the importance of the participation of migrants from non-EU third countries. 
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Once he had participated, the household composition was known, and all other 
household members, if there were any, also received an invitation letter with ac-
cess to the web survey. The incentivization strategy was the same as for the CAPI-
starters. 

In general, the same survey documents were used in the refreshment sample M8c 
as in the panel samples (see Table 12 in Chapter 2.1.2.3). The survey documents 
that differed were the advance letter, the data protection sheet and the study 
flyer.7 The refreshment sample M8c had its own advance letter and data protec-
tion sheet in order to address this group in a target group-specific manner. All sur-
vey documents were provided in German and English. 

The same survey instruments were used as in the other samples in German and 
English, with the exception of the gap questionnaire, which does not apply for 
new target persons (see Chapter 2.1.2.1 and Chapter 2.1.2.2). 

2.2.3 Results 

The following subchapter presents the field results for the refreshment sample 
M8c. Results at the household level are presented first (Chapter 2.2.3.1), followed 
by results at the individual level (Chapter 2.2.3.2). The results at the instrument 
level are then discussed (Chapter 2.2.3.3), as well as questionnaire duration (Chap-
ter 2.2.3.4), the use of different modes and interviewing languages (Chapter 
2.2.3.5) and the results of the questions on consent to record linkage (Chapter 
2.2.3.6).  

2.2.3.1 Participation at Household Level 

At the household level, the gross sample was comprised of 16,500 households in 
the refreshment sample M8c. 1,452 households of those households participated, 
resulting in a response rate of 8.8 percent. The average household size of the in-
terviewed households is fairly small with 1,7 persons. This is due to M8c consist-
ing to a large portion of one person households.  

Figure 4 illustrates the accumulation of completed household interviews through-
out the fieldwork phase. The field period commenced in July 2023 and concluded 
at the end of December 2023.

Table 41 describes the result according to the SOEP-AAPOR classification at the 
household level. In 970 households, both the household questionnaire and at least 
one individual interview were completed besides the obligatory household ma-
trix (AAPOR codes 1.11, 1.21). 

552 households were surveyed completely, i.e. all household members born in or 
before 2005 could be interviewed. In 2.9 percent of all households, despite being 
successfully interviewed, the household questionnaire could not be completed 
(AAPOR code 2.353). 

Looking at household non-response, refusals (AAPOR codes 2.351 and 2.111), alt-
hough still a factor, are a much smaller reason for non-response, at 6.0 percent of 
the gross sample. In contrast, non-response due to an incorrect address (AAPOR 
code 4.4) is more than five times higher (30.2 percent of the gross sample). A high 
proportion (40.9 percent of the gross sample) of temporary dropouts resulted from 
contacts not being attempted or not working (AAPOR code 3.11). The high number 
of respondents who were not eligible for the M8c sample (AAPOR code 4.1, 4.5) can 
be explained by the “Screen-Out”-concept. These respondents were not part of the 
target population.

Effects of Field Measures at Household Level 

As with the panel samples, several field measures were implemented in the re-
freshment sample M8c to increase response. The effects of the measures imple-
mented at the household level are described in the following. 

Reminder Letter 

The CAWI-starters received two follow-up letters addressed to the head of house-
hold throughout the fieldwork phase. Table 42 provides an overview of how this 
affected the realizations. The realizations before the follow-up letter (4.6 percent) 
and after the first follow-up letter (4.3 percent) are almost identical. After the 
second follow-up letter, 116 realizations (0.9 percent) were made.

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2.2.3.3 Participation at Instrument Level

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2.2.3.4 Questionnaire Duration 

Table 48 provides an overview of the durations of the individual questionnaire 
variants for the refreshment sample M8c. The durations of all instruments are 
about the same as in the panel samples. One outlier is the biography question-
naire which, with an average duration of 30 minutes, is about five minutes longer 
than in the other samples. The reason for this is that the biography questionnaire 
had separate questionnaire modules that were only to be completed by migrants, 
for example the way to Germany. Since the vast majority of respondents in the 
M8c sample are migrants, the interview took longer.

As in the panel samples, English was offered in the refreshment sample M8c as 
the survey language in addition to German. Table 50 shows how often English 
was used in the personal interviews for the adult and adolescent respondents.

2.2.3.6 Record Linkage Consent 

As in the panel samples, consent for the linkage of data from Institute for Employ-
ment Research (IAB) or the German Pension Insurance (DRV) was asked for the 
refreshment sample M8c.

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2.4 Data Checking, Processing and Delivery 

2.4.1 Data Cleaning and Data Processing 

After the end of the fieldwork phase, the available data were carefully cleaned 
and processed. Central components of this were the structural examinations of 
the households and the cleaning of the net data. After this, a data enrichment was 
conducted. 

Structural Examination of Households  

The household structure was checked for internal plausibility and compared with 
the data from the previous wave in order to detect implausible or problematic 
changes in household composition or errors in the allocation of individual inter-
views. 

Specifically, these data checks included the following: 

– Comparison of first names between the current and previous waves to identify 
cases where changes in household composition were not correctly recorded.  

– Plausibility checks to determine whether several persons with the same date of 
birth live in the household.  

– Plausibility checks on whether move-ins and move-outs to panel households 
are plausible in terms of the household context of the panel household. 

– Check for interviewing the correct individuals, based on a comparison of the age 
and date of birth information collected in the questionnaires with the infor-
mation from the previous wave and from the household matrix. 

If the correct household composition was unclear, all interviews of this household 
were counted as invalid. If an interview was conducted with the wrong per-son 
at the individual level without any further problems in the household composi-
tion being apparent, this individual interview was counted as invalid. 

Cleaning of the Net Data 

For the data of the paper-based instruments, the following data processing rules 
were applied:: 

– Handwritten ranges for numerical questions were entered into the data as the 
mean value of these entries. 

– Inadmissible multiple answers for single answers were marked with a special 
code in the variable. In the case of inadmissible multiple answers to questions 
about the highest school-leaving qualification or training qualification, the 
highest was entered in the data. 

– Information from handwritten notes by the respondent was integrated into the 
data if applicable. 
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– Missing yes-statements were set for filter questions if the filtered follow-up 
question was answered validly.  

– Questions that the respondent should not have answered due to filtering were 
set to missing. 

– Implausible values for numerical open-ended questions were set to missing if 
the defined range of the corresponding computer-based instrument was vio-
lated. 

– Open text responses were anonymized and spelling errors in them were cor-
rected. 

These corrections were not necessary for the data of the computer-based survey 
instruments, since the occurrence of such data errors was already excluded by the 
design of the technical instruments. Here, only the anonymization and the 
spelling check of the open text responses had to be carried out.   

Data Enrichment 

For the net data, extensive data enrichment and encoding was implemented. Spe-
cifically, the following enrichments were made: 

– Open text responses for "other" questions with single answers was encoded if it 
corresponded to one of the existing categories. 

– Information on other persons in the household was linked in the data records to 
the SOEP ID of the person about whom the information was given. 

– Open responses on university degrees were encoded according to the current 
conventions of the Federal Statistical Office. 

– Open responses on fields of study were encoded. 

– Open responses on occupations, training qualifications and civil service training 
were encoded according to KLDB 2010 and ISCO 2008. 

– Open responses on industries were encoded according to the classification of 
economic activities from the Federal Statistical Office (2008). 

– Open responses on nationalities and countries were encoded according to the 
ISO 3166-1 standard. 

– Open responses on federal states were encoded according to the current stand-
ards of the Federal Statistical Office. 

– Open responses on places of birth, places of immigration and places of residence 
were geo-encoded. 

In addition, predefined lists were used in the computer-assisted survey instru-
ments for the characteristics citizenship, country/state, and federal state, which 
enabled auto-mated encoding during the survey. 
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2.4.2 Data Delivery 

Data were delivered in the form of two interim data deliveries during the field-
work phase and one final data delivery after the end of the field phase. All net 
data were provided in an cleaned and enriched form as well as in an uncleaned 
and unenriched form ("checked data sets" and "un-checked data sets"), so that all 
cleanings (described in Chapter 2.4.1 "Cleaning of the Net Data") and data enrich-
ments (Chapter 2.4.1) were completely replicable. In addition to the net data, the 
final data delivery also included gross data sets and methodological data sets. The 
delivered data sets are listed in detail in the following Table 52.

3.1.1 Gross Sample 

The target group of the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees consists of refugees 
living in private or collective households, as student residents or shared accom-
modation for refugees. Like in the main study, all household members are to be 
interviewed to get a broader picture of the household’s situation, regardless of 
whether they are refugees themselves or not. 

In general, people who live together and pay for shared living expenses from one 
household budget form a household. In shared accommodation, the household in-
cludes all family members who are directly related to the specified head of the 
household and who are jointly accommodated at the time of the survey. 

As in the main study, the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees is designed as a dy-
namic panel. This means, that people who move into the survey households or are 
born there are included in the panel and shall also be interviewed. Additionally, 
persons who move out of the survey households or who do not live in the house-
hold for one year or longer will continue to be interviewed. These persons form 
so-called split households. Only persons who have moved abroad cannot form 
split households and are not interviewed further.  

The survey population for the wave 2023 included all household members born 
in 2005 or earlier, as well as adolescents. The youth questionnaire was redesigned 
in 2023 and now addresses all adolescents born between 2006 and 2011, not only 
certain birth cohorts. Other household members outside the aforementioned birth 
cohorts were not target persons in this wave and therefore no interview was con-
ducted with them. 

The gross sample for the 2023 survey consisted of households which participated 
in the previous wave and of so-called temporary dropouts, namely households 
which temporarily refused in the previous wave or were not reached during the 
fieldwork phase. Hard refusals of the 2022 survey were excluded.  
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In total, the gross sample comprised 3,063 households in the subsamples M3-M6. 
Of these households, 1,588 households (51.8 percent) were also interviewed in the 
wave 2022 (repeatedly interviewed households) and 1,475 households (48.2 per-
cent) are considered temporary dropouts (see Table 55). Among the four subsam-
ples, the M6 subsample is the largest with 883 households. Due to the dynamic 
panel design, the number of households increased over the course of the field. At 
the end of the fieldwork for the 2023 survey wave, 37 households were newly 
added as so-called split households.

Looking at household size in Table 56, we see that almost 30 percent of the 
gross sample consists of 1-person households, and 5 or more people live in 35.3 
percent of the households. The composition of the M4 and M6 subsamples is dif-
ferent, as the M4 subsample has a much higher proportion of larger households 
(51.6 percent of households have 5 or more household members) and a much 
lower proportion of 1-person households (18.5 percent). In subsample M6, on the 
other hand, 40.0 percent of all households are only 1-person households.

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The tables below describe the gross sample according to the regional characteris-
tics of federal state and size of the municipality. While the differences between 
the subsamples M3-M5 are rather small regarding the regional characteristics, it 
is noticeable that the households of the M6 subsample tend to come from the met-
ropolitan area (500,000 inhabitants and more). This also explains the higher per-
centage of M6-households in the states of North Rhine-Westphalia and Berlin.

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3.1.2 Design 

The mixed-mode design used in the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees in 2023 is 
presented below (Chapter 3.1.2.1). In addition, the survey instruments used are 
presented (Chapter 3.1.2.2) so that an insight can be gained into what content was 
surveyed in 2023. The contact strategy (Chapter 3.1.2.3) is then presented at 
household and individual level. Finally, this chapter presents information on 
training and deployment of the interviewers (Chapter 3.1.2.4). 

3.1.2.1 Mixed-mode Design 

The IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees used a similar mixed-mode design as the 
main survey (see Chapter 2.1.2.1), but without the use of paper-based instruments 
(PAPI) and standard telephone interviews (CATI). 

The survey of a household started with the recording or updating of the household 
composition in the so-called household matrix. The updating of the household 
composition had to be carried out with the head of the household in an inter-
viewer-administrated manner. The main mode for this part of the interview was 
CAPI.  

Once the household composition was updated, it was known which persons in the 
household were to be interviewed and which questionnaires these persons were 
to receive. For the individual interviews two additional modes were provided in 
the mixed mode design: If the interviews took place at the target persons' homes, 
they could also fill out their questionnaires on a tablet brought along by the inter-
viewer (CASI). Alternatively, the questionnaires could be self-administered online 
(CAWI). In this case, the target persons received their personalized access infor-
mation for the online questionnaire by mail afterwards.  

Target persons who could not be reached in the household during the fieldwork 
phase (temporary absentees) and those who refused to be interviewed due to "soft 
reasons for refusal" (no time, no desire, etc.) were also switched to the CAWI mode. 

The survey instruments were offered in German, English, Arabic, Farsi and addi-
tionally, to address the new target groups of the M9 sample, Turkish, Ukrainian, 
and Russian. To administer the questionnaires in all survey languages, native 
speaker interviewers were hired. An additional possibility to administer inter-
views despite a language barrier was the use of the CASI mode, where the re-
spondents could answer the questions in their preferred language. 

To further support interviewers and respondents during the interview, a response 
option booklet was offered to the respondents. For questions that are particularly 
complex, the response options booklet contained the response categories for the 
corresponding questions so that the respondents could read them themselves. The 
response options booklet was available in all seven survey languages.  

As innovation in 2023, all adult household members as well as adolescents born 
in 2006 or 2007 were actively asked for their panel consent at the end of their per-
sonal interview. Only those respondents who gave the consent will be 
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readdressed for the next wave in 2024. Temporary dropouts in 2023 will be asked 
for their consent in the following wave. 

3.1.2.2 Survey Instruments 

In the panel samples of the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees 2023, a total of ten 
computer-assisted instruments were used for the respondents. These were inter-
linked and controlled in such a way that the assignment of the individual instru-
ments was automated based on the information from the electronic household 
matrix during the interview, so that each respondent received their individual 
number and compilation of questionnaires. Additionally, the interviewers re-
ceived a short questionnaire on the residential environment of the household. As 
special feature of the 2023 wave a grip strength test was carried out with all adult 
household members.  

The survey started in each household by recording the household composition. 
This information was only ever collected from one person. This person was most 
familiar with the needs of the household and therefore had the role of “head of 
household” for the interview. The composition of the household was used to iden-
tify the other people who were to be interviewed as part of the study. Table 59 
gives an overview of all administered instruments and the respective target per-
sons.

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Household Matrix 

The composition of a household is recorded using an electronic tool (household 
matrix). This matrix shows an overview of all the people named in the last inter-
view. This overview was used to check with the head of household who still lives 
in the household, who no longer lives there or who may have moved in. In addi-
tion to the composition of the household, the relationships between the house-
hold members were also updated and completed.  

If children born in 2012 or later lived in the household, it was determined who 
(usually one parent) would later receive the questions about the child or children. 
In addition, for adolescents that were between 12 and 16 years old, parental con-
sent was obtained, so that they could also be interviewed. 

In the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees, information on the refugee back-
ground of all adults were also collected as part of the household matrix. On this 
basis, the appropriate individual questionnaires could be assigned. 

Household Questionnaire 

The household questionnaire asked for information on all aspects of the 
household and is answered by the head of household. Different questions are 
asked about households living in private housing and households living in 
shared accommodations. 

The topics of the household questionnaire were:  

– Housing situation 
– Income and expenditure 
– Children and care 

Grip Strength Test 

In the main study adult household members are asked to measure their grip 
strength every four years. For the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees, however, 
the measurement of grip strength took place for the first time in 2023. The target 
person’s grip strength test is always administered by an interviewer at the begin-
ning of an interview (even for those who want to complete their questionnaires 
self-administered online (CAWI) or on a tablet (CASI)). 

Grip strength, or the strength of the handshake, is a recognised health indicator 
in science. It influences many everyday functions, such as holding heavy objects 
or pulling up one's own body. The gripping force is measured using a hand force 
meter (or dynamometer), which consists of a handle with a load gauge and an 
analogue reading scale. Two measurements are taken alternately for each hand. 

Individual Questionnaire 

The individual questionnaire is used annually for all adults, which means it ad-
dressed all household members born in 2005 or earlier in the 2023 wave. In the 
IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees two versions of the questionnaire were 
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administered: One for refugees with special questions on origin, legal status, and 
language skills. Adult household members, who are not refugees themselves, re-
ceived the individual questionnaire designed for the main study. This group in-
cluded all persons who were born in Germany, did not enter Germany as refugees, 
or were not older than 16 at the time. 

The topics covered by both individual questionnaires include:  

– Life situation today 
– Satisfaction and emotionality 
– Education 
– Employment and secondary jobs 
– Health and illness 
– Political orientation  
– Attitudes and opinions 
– Origin and family 

As part of the individual interview the respondents are also asked for their con-
sent to link the survey data to administrative data available at the Institute for 
Employment Research (IAB) and the Federal Office for Migration and Refugees 
(BAMF). The IAB data includes information on employment history, phases of un-
employment and participation in measures during unemployment. The BAMF 
data includes data on integration courses in which the respondents may have par-
ticipated. 

Biography Questionnaire  

The biography questionnaire is used only once in total per target person to collect 
important biographical data. It was aimed at new adult household members born 
in 2005 or earlier. In addition, it was directed at household members who had not 
previously answered this questionnaire in previous waves or who were complet-
ing the individual questionnaire for the first time (e.g., because they had reached 
or would reach the age of 18 this year).  

As with the individual questionnaire, two versions of the biography question-
naire are used, a special one for refugees and the questionnaire from the main 
study for non-refugees. Both questionnaires from the main study (individual and 
biography) were only available in German and English. All other questionnaires 
were available in all seven survey languages. 

Topics of both biography questionnaires are:  

– Nationality and origin 
– Route to Germany 
– Occupation 
– Childhood and family 
– School and education 
– Marriage and partnership 

Part of the biography questionnaire is also the recording of educational qualifica-
tions obtained abroad. For this, the established CAMCES-tool for computer-as-
sisted measurement and coding of educational qualifications in surveys is used. 
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Gap Questionnaire  

The gap questionnaire addresses all target persons who did not complete an indi-
vidual questionnaire in the last survey wave in 2022 but were scheduled to do so. 
It serves to close the temporal "gap" from the last interview to the current survey 
wave.  

The topics of the gap questionnaire are: 

– Changes in employment 
– Social status 
– Educational attainment 
– Changes in family environment 

Youth Questionnaire 

In 2023 the youth questionnaire for adolescent household members was rede-
signed and now addresses all adolescents born between 2006 and 2011 (12 to 17 
years old), not only certain birth cohorts. For all adolescents that were below 17 
years old, parental consent was required.  

The topics of the youth questionnaire differs according to age, but overall covers 
the following areas:  

– Origin 
– Attitudes and opinions 
– Relationships and social environment 
– Leisure and sports 
– School, training and career 
– Future plans 
– Health and well-being 
– Self-image 
– Life situation and satisfaction 
– Job and money 
– Political identity 

Child Questionnaire 

The child questionnaire was answered by a parent rather than by the children 
themselves and asks questions about all children younger than 12 years old (born 
in 2012 or later).  

Topics of the child questionnaire include (but are not limited to):  

– Pregnancy history and birth 
– Health status of the child 
– Personality of the child 
– Development, language and behaviour 
– School and personal environment of the child 
– Care situation 
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Residential Environment Questionnaire 

As in the main study, information on the residential environment was also ob-
tained from the interviewers. They were asked to answer ten questions on the 
residential environment for each household they worked with, regardless of 
whether an interview with the household could be completed or not.  

If the household lived in shared accommodation for refugees, additional ques-
tions about the accommodation were asked at the end of the interview with the 
head of household. 

3.1.2.3 Contacting and Communication 

Prior to being contacted by an interviewer, all household members listed in the 
panel register who turned 18 in the survey year (in 2023 all household members 
born 2005 or earlier) received an advance letter to announce the start of the new 
survey wave. 

Enclosed with the advance letter the target persons received a data protection 
sheet and a study flyer. As in 2022, the study flyer not only contained basic infor-
mation on the survey but also some scientific results from the previous waves to 
illustrate the importance and value of the study for improving the knowledge 
about and ultimately also the lives of refugees in Germany.  

After receiving the letter, the households were contacted by an interviewer. If a 
valid telephone number was available, the interviewer contacted the household 
by telephone. If no valid telephone number was available or the telephone contact 
attempts were unsuccessful, the interviewer made personal contact with the 
household, to schedule an interview appointment.  

To help the interviewers establishing contact and scheduling an interview with 
the household, they were given some supporting materials. Contact cards for ex-
ample could be dropped into the mailbox, thus establishing initial contact, if the 
household was not at home when contacting in person. To overcome potential 
language barriers the interviewers in the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees also 
received contact sheets in all survey languages, which explained the central back-
ground of the study to the target persons. The goal was to obtain a current tele-
phone number of the target person so that an interviewer with the appropriate 
language skills could subsequently contact that person. To prevent access prob-
lems in shared accommodation for refugees, the interviewers were also provided 
with a letter of support from the BAMF. This could then be presented to the rele-
vant shelter management if necessary. 

Field Measures 

During the fieldwork phase several accompanying measures to increase response 
rate were carried out. Most of these measures were part of the general mixed 
mode and communication design also implemented in the main study (see Chap-
ter 2.1.2.3).

This included the following send-outs:  

1) Letter for non-contacts on the household level, sent to household heads 
which could not be reached by an interviewer and requesting a contact 
data update. 

2) Letter with access information for the online survey on the individual 
level for respondents wishing to switch to the CAWI mode.  

3) Refusal conversion letter with access information for the online survey 
(CAWI) for soft refusals and non-contacts on the individual level. 

4) Follow-up letters for non-respondents after a switch or refusal conversion 
letter (including access information for the online survey). 

As a new feature of the 2023 IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees, up to three fol-
low-up letters were sent, each 4 weeks apart and alternating between postal de-
livery and e-mail.  

Furthermore, enclosed with the letter for non-contacts the household heads re-
ceived a study flyer in the 2023 wave to illustrate the importance of their partici-
pation and for the first time the letter not only asked for an update of contact data 
but also about their availability and their language skills. This information was 
used by the interviewers to easier obtain contact and interviews with the respec-
tive households. The letter for non-contacts was sent two times during the field 
period, once in the beginning of October and once in the end of November. Each 
mailing was accompagnied by a short e-mail to boost feedback. 

Effects of the different field measure on the response are described in the Chapters 
3.1.3.1 and 3.1.3.2. 

Incentive Concept 

In 2023 adult respondents born in 2005 or earlier received 20 euro in cash with a 
thank-you letter after the interview. The incentive increase from the later phase 
of the 2022 wave was thus continued. Adolescent respondents received 5 euro as 
in the previous wave. The thank-you letters were sent out continuously during 
the course of the fieldwork.  

In addition, a doorstep incentive of 2 euro for each household was introduced in 
2023 for the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees as well as the main study. The 
amount could be used by the interviewers to buy a small gift for the households 
(e.g. chocolate). The amount could also be accumulated across several house-
holds, i.e. if no doorstep incentive is given out in one household, another house-
hold can be given a bigger gift for 4 euro (or 6 euro, etc.). 

Panel Maintenance 

As panel maintenance measure a New Year's card was sent to households in all 
subsamples in January 2024. In addition to New Year's wishes from DIW Berlin 
and infas, this card contained a thank-you for participating in the 2023 survey 
wave with a brief outlook on the next wave.  
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3.1.2.4 Interviewer Deployment 

In the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees, interviewers who spoke German and 
at least one of the other survey languages Arabic, Farsi, Turkish, Russian Ukrain-
ian or English were primarily deployed. During the fieldwork phase, in addition 
to the native-speaking interviewers in the foreign languages, interviewers from 
the main study were also used to provide support. 

Interviewer Training 

The training concept for the interviewers of the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refu-
gees is based on the training concept used in the main study, i.e. the two phases 
of preparation and training event were also applied here. In terms of content, the 
training concept was adapted to the special target group of the refugee samples 
and the special features associated with it, not only in the survey instrument, but 
also for contacting the households.  

Due to the new target groups of the M9 refreshment sample, a lot of new inter-
viewers were recruited, especially to address the Ukrainian refugees. These inter-
viewers for the SUARE-subsamples were trained in separate training events. 

All training events were administered in person in Bonn. Eight training events 
took place before the start of the fieldwork phase in July 2023. During the field-
work phase there were more additional trainings compared to the previous wave 
because of the ongoing recruitment of interviewer staff. Every three to four weeks 
from July to October two additional training events took place, one for interview-
ers in the SUARE-subsamples and one for the other subsamples, amounting to ten 
additional trainings altogether. 
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Interviewer Staff 

A total of 324 interviewers were deployed for the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refu-
gees in 2023 compared to 182 interviewers in 2022. The characteristics of the in-
terviewer staff used are shown in the following table. A total of 99 Arabic, 8 Farsi, 
1 Turkish, 41 Russian, 11 Ukrainian and 10 English-speaking interviewers were 
active in the seven survey languages.

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3.1.3 Results 

The following chapter presents the field results for the panel samples M3-M6 in 
2023. Results at the household level are presented first (Chapter 3.1.3.1), followed 
by results at the individual level (Chapter 3.1.3.2). The results at the instrument 
level are then discussed (Chapter 3.1.3.3), as well as questionnaire duration (Chap-
ter 3.1.3.4), the use of different interviewing modes and languages (Chapter 
3.1.3.5), the result of the question on panel consent (Chapter 3.1.3.6), the results of 
the questions on consent to record linkage (Chapter 3.1.3.7) and the results of the 
tracking techniques used (Chapter 3.1.3.8).  

3.1.3.1 Participation at Household Level 

At the household level, the gross sample was comprised of 3,100 households in 
the panel samples M3-M6 in 2023. In 1,033 households at least one interview was 
successfully conducted, resulting in a response rate of 33.3 percent.  

Figure 5 shows the cumulation of completed household interviews over the field-
work phase. The field period ran from July 2023 to the beginning of January 2024. 
Interviews were completed at a similar rate throughout the entire fieldwork 
phase with only small wave-like movements.

Of the 1,033 interviewed households nearly two thirds were surveyed completely 
(n=633), i.e. all household members born in or before 2005 could be interviewed. 
In a total of 945 households, both the household questionnaire and at least one 
individual interview were completed besides the obligatory household matrix 
(AAPOR codes 1.11 and 1.21). In the remaining 88 households at least one essential 
questionnaire, e.g. the household questionnaire was missing.  
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Looking at the type of household in Table 61, 49.7 percent of the respondents in 
the previous wave took part again. Of the temporary dropouts in the previous 
wave (non-participating households in 2022) 16.4 percent were interviewed 
again and one of the new split households (2.7 percent). 

The non-response of households in this survey wave was particularly high. The 
main reason for this were soft refusals (AAPOR code 2.351) with 29.9 percent of 
the sample and the highest rate among the temporary dropouts. The main reasons 
continue to be "no time" and "no interest", as in the previous wave. Additionally, 
permanent refusals at household level occurred in 9.0 percent of households (AA-
POR code 2.111). Overall, the refusals therefore sum up to 38.9 percent. 

The inaccessibility of households (AAPOR codes 3.18 and 2.2) in around 25 percent 
of the sample shows that the interviewers could not make contact with another 
growing part of the sample, in many cases due to missing or incomplete contact 
information (e.g. a missing or invalid telephone number).11  

A differentiated analysis of the subsamples in Table 62 shows that particularly in 
subsample M6 fewer households could be motivated to participate. Soft reasons 
for refusal (no interest, no time) were cited more frequently as a reason for non-
participation in the subsamples M3 and M6. Permanent refusals also were espe-
cially high in the subsample M6 with 11.6 percent. 

Contact Effort 

Over the entire fieldwork phase, the households in the panel samples M3-M6 
were contacted an average of 3.5 times by interviewers (see Table 63). To obtain 
an interview with a household an average number of 4.1 contacts was necessary. 
At most, an interview was completed after 15 contact attempts. For households 
that could not be reached until the end of the fieldwork phase the average number 
of contacts was 2.5 with a maximum of 11 contact attempts.

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Effects of Field Measures at Household Level 

As described in chapter 3.1.2.3, several field measures were implemented in the 
2023 survey to increase response. The effects of the measures implemented at the 
household level are described in the following. 

Letter for Non-contacts 

At two times during the field period, letters for non-contacts on the household 
level were sent to household heads which could not be reached by an interviewer, 
requesting a contact data update. In total, 1,058 households received such a letter 
and 428 of those also the newly introduced accompanying e-mail (see Table 64).  

Of the households receiving the letter and the accompanying e-mail 92 (21.5 per-
cent) updated their contact data and of the household receiving only the letter 
because no valid e-mail address was available only 23 (2.2 percent) delivered an 
update. This could mean that the households are more likely to respond to an e-
mail but also that motivated households give out more e-mail-addresses. 

The second assumption also supports the following finding that when only look-
ing at households without updated contact data those with a valid e-mail-ad-
dresses are much more likely to be interviewed (23.8 percent) than those without 
a valid e-mail-address (15.3 percent). Whereas in both groups households with up-
dated contact data had a similar response rate of 34.8 percent.

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3.1.3.2 Participation at Individual Level 

The following Table 65 describes the results of the 2023 wave at individual level 
according to the SOEP-AAPOR classification, broken down by subsample. Of the 
6,508 people to be interviewed, 1,602 completed an interview. Of these, 111 par-
ticipants did not complete an assigned household or gap questionnaire resulting 
in a partial interview (1.7 percent). This corresponds to a response rate of 24.6 per-
cent. The majority of non-participants can be categorized as temporary dropouts 
(65.0 percent). 10.4 percent of the gross sample dropped out of the survey perma-
nently. The most common reason for non-participation is soft refusal (no interest, 
no time, etc.). Different from the household level, it can be seen here that people 
from all samples have approximately the same level of soft refusals. However, M6 
is above average when looking at those who dropped out permanently.

As at the household level, several field measures were implemented at the indi-
vidual level, whose effects are described in the following. 

Switch to CAWI 

All respondents wishing to answer the questionnaires online received a letter 
with access information to the online survey (CAWI switch). These CAWI switch 
letters were sent to 123 adult household members and 43 adolescents (see Table 
68) throughout the field period. With 27.6 percent the total CAWI participation 
was higher among adults than adolescents (18.6 percent).  

This was only due to the up to three follow-up letters which were sent to adult 
household members who did not complete the online survey promptly after the 
switch letter. With every reminder another 4 to 5 respondents participated online, 
summing up to an increase in the response rate from initially 17.1 percent to 27.6 
percent until the end of the fieldwork phase.

3.1.3.4 Questionnaire Duration 

Table 72 below shows the duration of all questionnaires used in the panel samples 
M3-M6. The household questionnaire took an average of 19.5 minutes to complete 
in 2023, which is around 2 minutes shorter than in the previous wave. For indi-
vidual questionnaires, the average duration ranged from around 45.6 minutes for 
non-refugee respondents to 48.3 minutes for refugees. The additional biography 
questionnaire took on average 35.2 minutes for refugees and 27.1 minutes for 
non-refugees. In comparison to the previous wave, the individual questionnaire 
for refugees got a little longer, while the on for non-refugees was a few minutes 
shorter. The biography questionnaires both had a similar length to the previous 
wave. 

The gap questionnaire only took 2.4 minutes to complete, and the grip strength 
test was only a little longer with 3 minutes. The duration of the child question-
naire was 11.2 minutes on average and thus around 2 minutes shorter than in the 
previous wave. 

As part of the redesign the youth questionnaire was shortened for all age groups 
and took only 25.2 minutes to complete in 2023, compared to nearly 44 minutes 
in 2022.

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3.1.3.5 Interviewing Modes and Languages 

The following tables show the modes and languages used to answer the various 
questionnaires at household and individual level in the 2023 survey wave.  

As shown in Table 73, all questionnaires were predominantly administered by an 
interviewer (CAPI) with over 90 percent for the household questionnaire and 
around 81 percent for individual and child questionnaires. Only for the youth 
questionnaire the CAPI share drops below 70 percent. In return adolescents made 
most use of the self-administered modes CASI (22.1 percent) and CAWI (8.5 per-
cent) to complete their interviews. In total, the share of CAPI and CASI interviews 
adds up to more questionnaires being administered in the households than in the 
previous wave.

Table 74 shows the interviewing languages for the different questionnaires. The 
distribution of the languages is similar among all questionnaires answered by 
adult household members, with 30 to 36 percent answered in German, around 58 
to 67 percent in Arabic, between 2 and 3 percent each in English and Farsi.

3.1.3.6 Panel Consent 

As an innovation in the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees, all adult household 
members as well as adolescents born in 2006 or 2007 were actively asked for their 
panel consent at the end of their personal interview. Only those respondents who 
gave the consent will be readdressed for the next wave in 2024. Temporary drop-
outs in 2023 will be asked for their consent in the following wave. 

Most respondents gave their panel consent, the consent rate being a little higher 
among adult participants with 92.8 percent compared to 88.6 percent among ad-
olescent participants.

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3.1.3.7 Record Linkage Consent 

As in the main study, to be able to link data from other institutions to the survey 
data after completion of the survey, each adult respondent is asked for their con-
sent in the questionnaire if they have not already given it before or have refused 
it twice. Consent is requested separately for linkage purposes with the Institute 
for Employment Research (IAB) and the Federal Office for Migration and Refugees 
(BAMF). For the BAMF-linkage written consent is needed while for the IAB-linkage 
verbal consent is sufficient.  

In the 2023 survey wave, 65 respondents in the panel samples M3-M6 were asked 
for their consent to link data from the Institute for Employment Research and 28 
respondents (43.1 percent) gave their consent (see Table 76).

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3.1.3.8 Tracking Techniques 

For the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees in particular, intensive tracking of ad-
dress information is essential to establish contact with target persons and to re-
duce panel attrition between survey waves. For this reason, tracking takes place 
continuously, both during the field phase and between waves. During the field 
phase, new contact information is always fed back to the respective interviewers 
for contacting. Likewise, contact information is collected and researched espe-
cially by interviewers during the contacting process. 

Table 77 shows the tracking results during the 2023 survey, separated according 
to the different types of tracking. It should be noted that individual persons may 
be tracked more than once if it turns out that contact information is outdated or 
inaccurate. In total, 810 addresses were tracked in the panel sample M3-M6 dur-
ing the fieldwork phase. With this around one-quarter of the households con-
tacted were included in the tracking this year, which is about the same as in the 
previous wave.  

In about 26 percent of these, the known address was confirmed and in 71.6 per-
cent new address data could be researched. The highest proportion of newly re-
searched addresses resulted from feedback from the target persons themselves 
(via the infas hotline or by e-mail).

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3.2 Refreshment Sample M9 

Table 78 below presents the key parameters of the 2023 refreshment sample M9 
of the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees. It consists of three subsamples: one re-
freshment sample of refugees from all over the world (M9-REF) and two subsam-
ples focusing on Ukrainian refugees, one sample stemming from the IAB-
BiB/FReDA-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees from Ukraine in Germany  
(M9-SUARE 1) and one refreshment sample (M9-SUARE 2), resulting in a total of 
33,787 households. The fieldwork phase lasted from June 2023 to January 2024. 
5,301 of these households participated in the survey. The interviews were pre-
dominantly conducted in the main mode CAPI but could also be conducted in CASI 
and CAWI on request. Within the participating households, a total of 7,635 indi-
vidual interviews were conducted with adults born 2005 or earlier.

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3.2.1 Gross Sample 

The gross sample of the 2023 refreshment sample consisted of three subsamples: 
Two refreshment subsamples were drawn from the Central Register of Foreigners 
(AZR), one of them focusing on Ukrainian refugees (M9-SUARE 2) and the other on 
refugees from other countries of origin (M9-REF). Additionally, part of the sample 
of the IAB-BiB/FReDA-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees from Ukraine in Germany 
was transferred to the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees and integrated as sub-
sample M9-SUARE 1. In total, the gross sample of the 2023 refreshment comprised 
33,787 households. The survey population for the refreshment sample included 
the sampled target persons as well as all other household members born in 2005 
or earlier. Adolescent household members were not target persons in the first 
wave of this refreshment sample to reduce the overall interview length for the 
households and therefore no interview was conducted with them.  

The tables below describe the gross sample according to the regional characteris-
tics of federal state and size of the municipality. While the differences between 
the two subsamples stemming from the AZR (M9-REF and M9-SUARE 2) are rather 
small regarding the regional characteristics, it is striking that the households of 
the M9-SUARE 1 subsample mainly come from the metropolitan area or other 
larger cities (100,000 inhabitants and more). This can be explained by the original 
sampling scheme of the IAB-BiB/FReDA-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees from 
Ukraine in Germany, which favored urban municipalities.13

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3.2.2 Design 

In general the refreshment sample M9 followed the same mixed-mode design as 
the panel samples, including the newly introduced panel consent (see Chapter 
3.1.2.1), and had a similar contact strategy (see Chapter 3.1.2.3). In addition, the 
same interviewer staff was employed (see Chapter 3.1.2.4). However, there were 
also some deviations from the survey design of the panel samples, which are de-
scribed in the following.  

3.2.2.1 Pre-Recruitment 

Prior to the main field phase, all target persons of the M9 refreshment sample 
were contacted by mail and invited to a short pre-recruitment survey which was 
administered via PAPI or CAWI. In the short questionnaire, the target persons are 
asked about their willingness to participate, their availability and their language 
preferences for the interview, in addition to a few content-related questions.  

All target persons from the AZR refreshment samples (M9-REF and M9-SUARE 2) 
received an advance letter in the two languages most likely to be used based on 
their nationality (selection from the survey languages German, English, Arabic, 
Farsi, Turkish, Russian and Ukrainian). The advance letter was accompagnied by 
a data protection sheet and the paper questionnaire as well as access information 
for the online survey. Target persons from the subsample M9-REF additionally re-
ceived a double page overview which presented the most important information 
from the advance letter in another way. Furthermore, target persons from this 
subsample also received a 5 euro prepaid cash incentive. The gross sample of M9-
REF was separated in three tranches, which were all addressed in the same way. 

Target persons from the subsample M9-SUARE 1 were addressed a little differ-
ently because information from their previous participation in the IAB-
BiB/FReDA-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees from Ukraine in Germany could be 
used. In tranche 1, target persons whose last participation was via CAWI only re-
ceived the access information for the online survey with the advance letter and 
those who participated via PAPI in the last survey received the paper question-
naire as well as access information for the online survey. In tranche 2, the paper 
questionnaire was sent to all target persons, independent of the last survey mode, 
in order to boost the response in the pre-recruitment survey. For the same reason 
a 5 euro prepaid cash incentive was added for tranche 2 as well as an accompany-
ing e-mail that was sent a few days after the postal mailing. 

Additionally, all M9-SUARE 1 target persons received a flyer containing results 
from the IAB-BiB/FReDA-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees from Ukraine in Ger-
many with their advance letter as well as a data protection sheet. And in contrast 
to the AZR refreshment samples there was no need for a bilingual approach, since 
the main language of the target persons was already known. 

In the event of non-participation, target persons from all three subsamples re-
ceived a follow-up letter two to three weeks after the advance letter. Another two 
to three weeks later a second follow-up letter was sent to target persons of the 
subsamples M9-SUARE 1 and 2, who did not yet participate. This second follow-
up letter was accompagnied by a paper questionnaire for tranche 1 of the 
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subsample M9-SUARE 1, who so far had only received the access information for 
the online survey. For both follow-up letters an accompagnying e-mail was sent 
to all target persons with a valid e-mail address in the subsample M9-SUARE 1 
(tranche 1 and 2). 

All participants of this pre-recruitment survey were transferred to the face-to-
face-field to be contacted and interviewed by an interviewer as pre-recruited 
households. Additionally, for the M9-REF subsample a random sample of 5.000 
non-respondents was drawn for the face-to-face field to account for non-random 
effects of non-response in the pre-recruitment survey. These households received 
a second advance letter to announce the contact by an interviewer and will be 
named non-pre-recruited in the following. The results of the pre-recruitment are 
presented in Chapter 3.2.3.1. 

3.2.2.2 Survey Instruments 

In addition to the pre-recruitment survey there were also some further differences 
to the panel samples concerning the survey instruments: The gap questionnaire, 
the youth questionnaire and the child questionnaire were not used in M9. 
Through this the respondent burden should be reduced for the M9 households in 
their first panel wave. The interviews were already quite long due to the biog-
raphy questionnaire, which all adult household members received in addition to 
the obligatory individual questionnaire, and which is especially important for 
this target group. The remaining survey instruments were the same as for M3-M6 
(see Chapter 3.1.2.2). Table 81 gives an overview of all administered instruments. 

The survey instruments were offered in German, English, Arabic, Farsi and addi-
tionally, to address the new target groups of the M9 sample, Turkish, Ukrainian, 
and Russian.

3.2.2.3 Contacting and Communication 

The general contact strategy as well as most of the field measures used were the 
same as in the panel samples M3-M6 (see Chapter 3.1.2.3).  

However, the M9 incentive concept differed from the panel samples. In addition 
to the 5 euro pre-paid incentive for the pre-recruitment survey in the subsamples 
M9-REF and M9-SUARE 1 tranche 2, all adult household members born before or 
in 2005 who completed their full personal interview (including the biography 
questionnaire) received 20 euro together with the thank-you-letter.  

Since the biography questionnaire is an essential part of first wave interviews, 
especially in this target group, adult household members who only completed 
their individual questionnaire and no biography questionnaire received a com-
bined thank-you and follow-up letter containing only 10 euro as post-paid incen-
tive. If the missing biography questionnaire was realized online afterwards, the 
respondents received another thank-you-letter containing another 10 euro as 
post-paid incentive. 

Additionally, as in the panel samples, a doorstep incentive of 2 euro for each 
household was introduced. 

Concerning the field measures there were also some small differences to the panel 
samples: The letter for non-contacts on the household level, which was sent in 
mid-October and the end of November, was accompagnied by the study flyer as 
for the panel samples. But no additional questions about availability and lan-
guage were asked, since these questions were already part of the pre-recruitment 
survey. Also, no accompagnying mail was sent for the refreshment sample. 

Additionally, the pre-recruited households who were not yet contacted by an in-
terviewer until the end of September received a short letter announcing that an 
interviewer would soon be in touch for the main part of the survey. Furthermore, 
pre-recruited households that could not be reached until the end of the fieldwork 
phase received a farewell letter in the beginning of January with a thank you for 
their willingness to participate and the information, that the fieldwork phase has 
ended, and they will not be a part of the next survey wave. 

3.2.2.4 Follow-up Online Survey 

In the aftermath of their participation in the 2023 survey wave, respondents from 
the subsamples M9-SUARE 1 and 2 were invited to participate in a small addi-
tional online survey. The aim of this study using a factorial survey design was to 
examine conditions under which Ukrainian refugees would be willing to start vo-
cational training in Germany. 

More information on the survey design and the results are presented in Chapter 
3.2.3. 
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3.2.3 Results 

The following chapter presents the field results for the refreshment sample M9 in 
2023. Results of the pre-recruitment are presented first (Chapter 3.2.3.1), followed 
by results at the household level (Chapter 3.2.3.2) and the individual level (Chap-
ter 3.2.3.3). The results at the instrument level are then discussed (Chapter 3.2.3.4), 
as well as questionnaire duration (Chapter 3.2.3.5), the use of different interview-
ing modes and languages (Chapter 3.2.3.6), the result of the question on panel con-
sent (Chapter 3.2.3.7) and the results of the questions on consent to record linkage 
(Chapter 3.2.3.8).  

3.2.3.1 Pre-Recruitment 

Prior to the main field phase, all 33,787 target persons of the M9 refreshment sam-
ple were invited to a short pre-recruitment survey which was administered via 
CAWI or PAPI. With 9,251 respondents more than one fourth (27.4 percent) of the 
addressed target persons completed the interview, 20.0 percent online and 7.4 
percent via PAPI. In addition to this, 21.9 percent of the send-outs were returned 
due to false address information (n=7,388) and 1.1 percent of the target persons 
actively refused their participation in the survey (n=375; see Table 82).  

When comparing the different subsamples, it can be observed that the response 
rate in the AZR refreshment samples ranged from 19.7 percent in M9-SUARE 2 to 
23.9 percent in M9-REF, having higher response rates in both CAWI and PAPI. Ad-
ditionally, the share of false address information was nearly 10 percentage points 
higher in M9-SUARE 2. 

The panel sample M9-SUARE 1 on the other hand expectedly had a much higher 
response rate with 53.0 percent in tranche 1 and 58.4 percent in tranche 2. The 
additional measures taken to boost the response rate in tranche 2 therefore seem 
to have been successful, especially the prepaid incentive. The enclosed PAPI ques-
tionnaire on the other hand did not lead to a higher response rate.

A comparison of the development of the response rate during the pre-recruitment 
phase in the two AZR refreshment samples shows that the use of the prepaid in-
centive in the advance letter in the M9-REF subsample led to a higher response 
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rate directly afterwards with 13.8 percent, compared to 9.3 percent in M9-SUARE 
2. Furthermore, the response rate after the first follow-up letter was also higher in 
M9-REF with an increase of 10.1 percentage points, compared to an increase of 6.9 
percentage points in M9-SUARE 2. The positive effect of the prepaid incentive thus 
appears to continue after the first reminder. The second follow-up letter, which 
was only sent in the M9-SUARE 2 subsample, led to another substantial increase 
in response rate of 3.5 percentage points, even if, as expected, it decreased with 
each mailing. Thus, although the positive prepaid effect in the M9-REF subsample 
could not be completely compensated for, the overall response rate of the M9-
SUARE 2 subsample was raised to a similar level by the second reminder (see Table 
83). 

When looking at the two tranches of the subsample M9-SUARE 1, besides the pos-
itive prepaid effect it can be observed that the accompanying mail, introduced in 
tranche 1 with the first follow-up letter and in tranche 2 with the advance letter, 
also seems to have led to higher response rates. This is especially true for the CAWI 
response, which can be explained by the fact that a direct link to the CAWI ques-
tionnaire was included in the mails. The response rate in tranche 2 was nearly 5 
percent higher than in tranche 1 prior to the first follow-up letter. This difference 
was almost eliminated prior to the second follow-up letter but rose again to over 
5 percentage points until the end of the pre-recruitment phase (see Table 83).

3.2.3.2 Participation at Household Level 

In the face-to-face field, a total of 14,243 households were to be contacted in the 
refreshment sample M9 in 2023. In 5,301 households at least one interview was 
successfully conducted, resulting in a total response rate of 37.2 percent over all 
subsamples.  

Figure 6 shows the cumulation of completed household interviews over the field-
work phase. The field period ran from July 2023 to the beginning of January 2024 
as for the panel samples. Interviews were completed at a quite similar rate 
throughout the entire fieldwork phase, with an accelerating tendency until No-
vember 2023 and a deceleration in the last two months of the fieldwork phase.

In the subsample M9-REF in addition to 
the pre-recruited households a random sample non-respondents was drawn for 
the face-to-face field to account for non-random effects of non-response in the 
pre-recruitment survey (M9-REF non-pre-recruited).  

Of the 5,301 interviewed households more than two thirds were surveyed com-
pletely (n=3,760), i.e. all household members born in or before 2005 could be in-
terviewed. In a total of 4,881 households, both the household questionnaire and 
at least one individual interview were completed besides the obligatory house-
hold matrix (AAPOR codes 1.11 and 1.21). In the remaining 420 households (2.9 
percent) at least one essential questionnaire, e.g. the household questionnaire 
was missing. 

The response rates differ substantially between the four subsamples: The pre-re-
cruited subsamples of M9-REF und M9-SUARE 1 and 2 have much higher response 
rates than the non-pre-recruited households of M9-REF, which indicates that the 
pre-recruitment survey had the desired effect of recruiting motivated households 
for the face-to-face field. But the numbers also show a remarkable difference be-
tween the two targets groups of Ukrainian refugees and those from all over the 
world. While the response rate in M9-SUARE 1 and 2 lay around 60 percent, it was 
more than 15 percentage points lower in the pre-recruited M9-REF subsample 
with a response rate of 44.7 percent.

The non-pre-recruited households of M9-REF in comparison only reached a re-
sponse rate of 10.7 percent, but it must be taken into consideration here that the 
assumed response rate here also lay around 10 percent. This is also the reason for 
the higher shares of households without a contact attempt (31.2 percent) or a suc-
cessful contact (11.2 percent). Additionally, without pre-recruitment the share of 
unlocatable households was much higher with 10.6 percent compared to around 
2 percent in the other subsamples. 
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In contrast to the pre-recruitment phase there is no big difference between the 
face-to-face response rates between the previously interviewed subsample M9-
SUARE 1 and the newly sampled M9-SUARE 2 with 62.0 and 58.6 percent. This lit-
tle difference is due to a slightly higher share of soft refusals in the M9-SUARE 2 
subsample. The highest share of soft refusal can be found in the pre-recruited 
households of M9-REF with 35.2 percent, the main reasons for refusal being "no 
time" and "no interest", same as in the panel samples. The share of final dropouts 
is similar with 6 to 7 percent in all three pre-recruited subsamples.  

Contact Effort 

The following Table 85 to Table 87 show the average number of contacts of the 
three pre-recruited subsamples M9-REF, M9-SUARE 1 and 2 over the entire field-
work phase. These three subsamples needed to be contacted thoroughly to obtain 
an interview with as many households as possible.  

On average, interviewed households in M9-REF had 3.5 contact attempts. In M9-
SUARE 1 it was 3.1 contact attempts and in M9-SUARE 2 3.2 contact attempts. With 
this the interviewed refreshment households were easier to reach and motivate 
then the panel households in the samples M3-M6 with an average of 4.1 contact 
attempts. At most, an interview was completed after 19 contact attempts in the 
M9-REF subsample. 

The average number of contact attempts overall and in the group households that 
could not be reached until the end of the fieldwork phase was around the same as 
needed for an interview in M9-SUARE 1, a little higher than needed in M9-SUARE 
2 and a little lower in M9-REF.

Effects of Field Measures at Household Level 

As described in chapter 3.1.2.3, several field measures were implemented in the 
2022 survey to increase response rates. The effects of the measures implemented 
at the household level are described in the following. 

Letter for Non-contacts 

At two times during the field period, letters for non-contacts on the household 
level were sent to household heads which could not be reached by an interviewer, 
requesting a contact data update. In total, 840 households received such a letter 
and 193 of these households (23.0 percent) could be reached and interviewed in 
the following weeks. The update request did not elicit a huge reaction with 129 
households (15.4 percent), who updated their contact data. Nevertheless, com-
pared to the respective group in the panel samples M3-M6 (without an accom-
pagnying mail) the response was much higher. Also, these households had a 
higher response rate in the household interview with 28.7 percent compared to 
21.9 percent without contact data update (see Table 88).

Of the 9,132 adult household members to be interviewed, 7,635 completed an in-
terview. This corresponds to an overall response rate of 83.6 percent. The majority 
of non-participants can be categorized as soft refusals and non-contacts. Only 1.3 
percent of the gross sample dropped out permanently. 

As at the household level, it can also be seen here that people from subsamples 
M9-SUARE 1 and 2 are easier to motivate to participate than in the subsamples of 
M9-REF with a response rate of around 88 compared to 80 percent.

Table 100 shows the interviewing languages for the different questionnaires. The 
distribution of the languages is similar among all questionnaires, with 29 to 34 
percent answered in German, around 14 percent in Arabic, between 5 and 6 per-
cent each in English and Farsi and around 2 to 3 percent in Turkish. Due to the

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3.2.3.7 Panel Consent

As in the panel samples, to be able to link data from other institutions to the sur-
vey data after completion of the survey, each adult respondent is asked for their 
consent. Consent is requested separately for linkage purposes with the Institute 
for Employment Research (IAB) and the Federal Office for Migration and Refugees 
(BAMF). For the BAMF-linkage written consent is needed while for the IAB-linkage 
verbal consent is sufficient.  

In the refreshment sample M9, a total of 7,635 respondents were asked for their 
consent to link data from the Institute for Employment Research and 6,328 re-
spondents (82.9 percent) gave their consent (see Table 103).  

Looking at the BAMF-linkage, we see that 7,248 respondents were asked for their 
consent and 5,321 respondents gave it (73.4 percent). The lower response rate 
compared to the IAB-linkage can also be found in the panel sample.

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3.2.4 Follow-up Online Survey 

DIW Berlin has commissioned infas under a contractual option to the IAB-BAMF-
SOEP Survey of Refugees to conduct a small additional online survey among 
Ukrainian refugees in between the 2023 and 2024 survey waves. The study was 
conducted from October 2023 to June 2024. The aim of the study was to examine 
conditions under which Ukrainian refugees would be willing to start vocational 
training in Germany.  

Gross Sample 

The target group consisted of all adult Ukrainian refugees (born in 2005 or earlier) 
who took part in the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees in the survey year 2023 
- provided they had a valid e-mail address and gave their panel consent. In total, 
the gross sample comprised 2,465 persons. The sample was divided into three 
tranches. Allocation to the tranches depended on the timepoint of participation 
in the main survey. While the follow-up online survey started in October 2023, 
the main survey lasted until the beginning of January 2024. The first tranche was 
invited in the beginning of October 2023 (CW 40), the second at the end of Novem-
ber 2023 (CW 48) and the third after the end of the fieldwork phase of the main 
study in late January 2024 (CW 5; see Figure 7).  

At 431 people, tranche 1 is a lot smaller than tranche 2 (n = 1,131) and tranche 3 
(n = 903). There are substantially more women (68.6 percent) than men (31.5 per-
cent) in the sample, which reflects the fact that the proportion of women among 
Ukrainian refugees is much higher in general. The largest subgroups are women 
aged between 36 and 50 (28.5 percent) followed by women aged between 18 and 
35 (23.3 percent). In the age group of 66 years and older, the numerical proportion 
between men (2.5 percent) and women (3.4 percent) is the lowest (see Table 104).

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Design 

For the study, a factorial survey design (vignettes) was implemented. In addition, 
a short list experiment was included as well as a short questionnaire, including 
information on the intentions to stay or return, the employment status and gen-
eral attitudes. In order to be able to analyze the development of their intentions 
and attitudes, the online survey was conducted at three measurement points for 
each respondent (waves 1 to 3). The questionnaire remained the same, only the 
vignettes presented changed. The fieldwork phases of the three tranches are dis-
played in Figure 7.

The questionnaire started with five randomly assigned vignettes, drawn from a 
total of 216 vignettes. The vignettes describe different fictional but realistic sce-
narios of offers for vocational training in Germany. They vary in the dimensions 
of sector, length of training, wage during vocational training and afterwards, 
working hours, required German language skills, and risk of unemployment. For 
each scenario, the respondents were asked how likely it is that they would accept 
the offered job described in the scenario, how confident they are with that deci-
sion and how useful they think this kind of vocational training would be for a 
future occupation in Germany and Ukraine.  

This was followed by a list experiment about reasons for accepting or rejecting a 
job offer. For this the respondents were divided into two groups. One group was 
asked for reasons in favour of accepting a job offer (positive wording). The other 
group was asked for reasons for rejecting a job offer (negative wording). Within 
these two groups all respondents were randomly assigned to one of two treat-
ment groups, receiving an additional reason for accepting or rejecting a job offer, 
or to the control group. Such a list experiment, where the respondents only specify 
how many of the presented response options fit for them, is intended to reduce 
social desirability bias. Subsequently, the questions on intentions to stay and re-
turn, employment status and personal attitudes were asked. 
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The whole communication in the follow-up survey was administered via e-mail. 
Available languages were German, Ukrainian and Russian, which were assigned 
according to the interview language in the main survey. An advance letter was 
sent with the start of each tranche. Follow-up letters were sent two weeks later to 
all respondents, who did not yet participate (see Figure 7). Temporary dropouts 
were still contacted at all further measurement points and asked again to partic-
ipate. Following the third wave, a thank-you letter was sent to everyone who par-
ticipated in at least one of the waves. A monetary incentive was not included for 
the follow-up survey. 

Results 

Table 105 provides an overview completed interviews and break-offs across all 
three waves and tranches. Overall, a total of 2,460 interviews were completed and 
415 were cancelled during the course of the survey.

Table 106 shows the completed interviews by waves and tranches. The coopera-
tion rate starts at 40.0 percent in the first wave, then falls to 31.1 percent in the 
second wave and drops only slightly to 28.7 percent in the last wave. The devel-
opment of completions is similar in tranches 2 and 3. In tranche 1, however, it 
does not fall constantly but rises again to 34.6 percent in wave 3. However, the 
response rate not only decreases as the number of waves increases, but also with 
each tranche.

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Table 107 to Table 109 differentiate the completions according to whether the re-
spondents took part in the survey before or after receiving the follow-up letter.

The reminder e-mails led to an increase in completions in each wave. In wave 1, 
further 9.8 percent of the total sample was completed. In wave 2, the figure was 
only 7.3 percent. In wave 3, another 8.8 percent were completed after the follow-
up letter. In wave 1, the follow-up letters had the smallest effect in tranche 3 (7.8 
percentage points). In the second wave, the effect of the follow-up letters was by 
far the smallest in tranche 1 (2.4 percentage points). In wave 3, however, it was 
strongest in the first tranche (10.2 percentage points). Ultimately, the results 
show that sending follow-up letters has a positive effect on response rates.

In addition to 2,460 completed interviews over the three waves (see Table 105), 
there were another 415 interviews, which were broken off at some point before 
the end of the questionnaire. 55 of the break-offs took place in the introduction 
page of the questionnaire. By far the most break-offs took place in the first vi-
gnette (n = 199) and over the other vignettes (n =116). The remaining break-offs 
are distributed across the rest of questionnaire (n = 45). 

Table 112 provides an overview of the interview break-offs according to the waves 
and tranches. In tranche 1, the break-offs decrease constantly with each wave. In 
the other two tranches, there were more break-offs in wave 2. This is particularly 
noticeable in tranche 2. Here, the break-off rate rose from 4.3 percent in wave 1 to 
7.1 percent in wave 2, only to fall again to 4.3 percent in the third wave.

3.3 Interviewer Monitoring 

As in the main study, all interviews are evaluated by infas throughout the field 
period and potential misbehavior is analyzed at interviewer level. The indicators 
considered here are the same as in the main study: statistical indicators based on 
the net data, especially durations, feedback from respondents and supervisors as 
well as recordings of interviews and intracluster correlation coefficients (ICCs). For 
more details see Chapter 2.3. 

Interviewers who are found to have conducted interviews with anomalies during 
the course of the fieldwork are contacted by the head of operations and asked to 
comment or receive individual coaching/retraining. Irrespective of this, the avail-
able sample information is compared with the information provided in the inter-
view for all completed interviews. There is also a constant review of the response 
rate and the course of contact.  

The proportion of anomalous instruments in all completed instruments lays be-
tween 0.5 and 44.1 percent for the corresponding interviewers. A total of 116 in-
terviewers had a proportion of anomalous instruments of zero or below one per-
cent. Overall, 43 interviewers had a higher proportion of anomalous instruments 
than 10 percent, although in most cases this is due to very rapid interviewing.  

In the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees additional analyses were carried out by 
the IAB. The IAB interviewer monitoring focusses on interview durations and a 
range of data quality indicators such as answer patterns and item nonresponse. 

After the end of fieldwork phase all interviewers with anomalies in their inter-
views were discussed in a joint meeting. As a result of this meeting, one inter-
viewer (ID 20912) was identified as critical due to strong deviations in the stand-
ardization of the interview, short interview durations and a lack of willingness to 
change his behavior. All questionnaires administered by this interviewer were ex-
cluded from the final data delivery. 
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3.4 Data Delivery 

As in the main study, bi-weekly field reports were delivered throughout the field-
work phase (calendar week 31 in 2023 to calendar week 3 in 2024) to illustrate the 
progress of the fieldwork. 

The survey data was delivered in two interim data deliveries during the fieldwork 
phase and one final data delivery after the end of the field phase. The first interim 
data delivery, transferred on 25 August 2023, contained the uncleaned net data 
and preliminary methodological and gross data. The second interim data delivery, 
containing uncleaned and enriched net data as well as preliminary methodologi-
cal and gross data, was transferred on 13 December 2023. 

The final data delivery, containing uncleaned and enriched net data as well as the 
final versions of methodological and gross data, was transferred on 27 February 
2024. The final data delivery also contained the corresponding infas360 geodata. 
The microm geodata was delivered on 18 June 2024. 

The delivered datasets are listed in detail in the following Table 113. A detailed 
description of data cleaning and processing in all subsamples can be found in 
Chapter 2.4.1.

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4.1.1 Gross Sample 

In contrast to SOEP-CORE and the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees, only adult 
household members (born up to 2005 in 2023) are surveyed in SOEP-IS.  

The gross sample for the 2023 survey is based on the results of the previous year's 
wave. In principle, all active participants (households and household members) 
from the previous wave as well as the temporary dropouts from this wave - i.e. 
those who suspended their participation in 2022 - are asked again in 2023 to par-
ticipate in the study. Households or individuals who indicated in 2022 that they 
are no longer willing or able to support the study in the subsequent waves, on the 
other hand, will no longer participate in the study and do therefore not receive 
another invitation.

Table 117 shows the household size, i.e. the number of members in a household. 
Overall, the proportion of households with one person is 36.0 percent, with two 
people living in 38.3 percent of households.

If the household has a telephone number, this facilitates the establishment of con-
tact. Table 120 shows that the proportion of households in the gross sample for 
which (at least) one telephone number is available is very high at 94.0 percent. 
This also applies to the subsamples; the proportion of households with a tele-
phone number is lowest in I5 at 90.6 percent and highest in E1 at 97.8 percent.

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4.1.2 Design 

4.1.2.1 Mixed-mode Design 

In the previous waves of SOEP-IS, face-to-face interviews (CAPI) were the main 
survey mode. The design of the 2022 survey wave envisaged telephone interviews 
(CATI) as the main survey mode. However, the design of the 2023 survey once 
again envisages CAPI as the main method.  This means that all households of the 
panel were initially contacted in the face-to-face field, unless the household ques-
tionnaire was completed in the websurvey (CAWI) in the 2022. These households 
started in the CAWI field. 

In regard to the face-to-face field: If a target household did not wish to be inter-
viewed face-to-face (CAPI) a switch to CAWI could be offered. This switch to CAWI 
at the household level was only possible, before the household matrix was pro-
cessed by the head of household. If the head of household had requested this 
switch, it applied to the entire household. A switch from the CAWI field (back) to 
the face-to-face field was not possible.  

Apart from this, the other household members were also able to switch from CAPI 
to CAWI. However, this switch on the individual level was only possible once the 
household matrix in that particular household had been completed in CAPI. 

If it was not possible to conduct a face-to-face individual interview with respond-
ents (e.g. due to their state of health, because they could not be reached for an 
interview during the fieldwork phase or because the respondents wished to be 
interviewed in a different way), these people could also take part in the websur-
vey (CAWI). A letter by mail or by e-mail with access to the websurvey was then 
sent centrally by infas to the respective respondent. 

Households not reached in the face-to-face field received a letter after six contact 
attempts asking them to make contact. Households that did not respond were 
switched to the CAWI field after a total of at least 20 contacts. 

In contrast to the change of survey mode at the request of a respondent, a switch 
to CAWI took place automatically if respondents in the household were temporar-
ily absent. The same happened in the case of other reasons for refusal (no time, no 
desire, etc.) or for respondents who could not be reached - such cases received a 
letter with the CAWI access data in which they were asked to participate again; 
these cases were also automatically transferred to the websurvey.  

The procedure for households starting directly in CAWI was as follows: First, only 
the head of the household received the letter with the entry link to the websurvey. 
In this websurvey, he was first asked to answer the self-administered household 
matrix, followed by the individual interview with the head of household. The 
other people in the respective household were only invited to take part in the 
websurvey once the head of household had successfully completed the household 
matrix. Without a completed household matrix, the other household members 
were not invited to the survey. A switch from the CAWI field to the face-to-face 
field was not possible for those households. 
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4.1.2.2 Survey Instruments 

Depending on the household composition, the survey instruments listed in Table 
121 were used.

Household matrix  

The questionnaire, as well as handling and procedure largely corresponded to 
those of SOEP-CORE, so please refer to Chapter 2.1.2.2. There were only three minor 
differences to the SOEP-CORE household matrix: Firstly, there was a short section 
at the end of the household matrix that was only asked if there were children aged 
6 to 13 (born between 2010 and 2017) in this household. In this part, consent was 
obtained to interview the children as part of the innovative “Molleman” module 
(see Table 122). At the same time, a random decision was made as to whether the 
head of the household or the other parent should answer the corresponding esti-
mation questions on this module and their willingness to be interviewed was ob-
tained. Secondly, as no young people were interviewed in SOEP-IS, the EVE mod-
ule for obtaining consent was omitted. Thirdly, the SOEP-IS household matrix did 
not ask which parent should answer the questions on children in the household; 
these questions were always assigned to the head of the household in the back-
ground.  

Household questionnaire 

The household questionnaire asked for information about the entire household. 
It was therefore essential that this interview was conducted with a person who 
was familiar with all aspects of the household. The requirement here was that the 
interview should be conducted with the person previously identified or appointed 
as head of household. The household questionnaire was a shortened version of 
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the SOEP-CORE household questionnaire. As in SOEP-CORE, the household ques-
tionnaire includes topics such as the housing situation, the income and expendi-
ture situation, household management and the asset situation. 

Individual Questionnaires 

In order to complete the survey of a household, the corresponding individual in-
terviews had to be conducted. In addition to the household questionnaire, there 
were other questionnaires aimed at the individuals in the household: 

1. Individual questionnaire 
2. Biography questionnaire 
3. Integrated child questionnaire 
4. Innovative modules (integrated into the individual questionnaire) 

While the child questionnaire had to be completed by the head of household, the 
other questionnaires were addressed directly to the respondents, i.e. people up to 
birth year 2005. 

Individual Questionnaire 

The individual questionnaire has been used annually since the first survey wave. 
It had to be completed by all household members born in 2005 or earlier. The top-
ics of this questionnaire included the current life situation, employment, health, 
attitudes, and political orientation. In the individual questionnaire, most of the 
innovative modules were categorised in thematically appropriate places. In SOEP-
IS, the individual questionnaire also includes so-called "rotating modules", which 
- unlike the innovative modules - are a fixed part of this questionnaire but change 
annually. 

Biography Questionnaire 

The biography questionnaire is only asked once per interviewee to record im-
portant biographical data. Among other things, it covered origin, parents, siblings, 
children, and partnerships. The questionnaire was aimed at new, adult household 
members born in 2005 or earlier. It was also aimed at household members who 
were completing the individual questionnaire for the first time (e.g. because they 
have reached or will reach the age of 18 this year). The biography questionnaire 
was also aimed at respondents for whom it was not yet available from one of the 
previous survey waves. The questionnaire - if asked - followed the individual 
questionnaire and was therefore not perceived as a separate questionnaire by the 
interviewees. 

Integrated Child Questionnaire 

The integrated child questionnaire was asked about all children living in the 
household who were born in 2012 or later and included questions about the 
child's personality, development, and care situation. In case of children born in 
2023 several questions about the pregnancy were also asked. This questionnaire 
was not answered by the children themselves, but always by the head of house-
hold. 
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samples E1 and E2 received the fewest modules since they did not get the Modules 
3 (“Lejarraga”) and 10 (“Tuppat”). The subsamples I5 and I6 did not receive the 
Module 8 (“Wömmel”). The households of the refresher sample did not receive the 
Modules 3 (“Lejarraga”), 4 (“Spantig”), 6 (“Schneider”), 8 (“Wömmel”) and 12 
(“Menzner”). 

In addition to the allocation at sample level, certain modules were also allocated 
via the additional variable “svar” at gross sample level. All those with “svar=1” 
did not receive Modules 2 (“Müller”) and 13 (“Yang”), while all those with “svar=2” 
were excluded from Modules 5 (“Schmidtpetri”), 7 (“Bobzien”) and 10 (“Tuppat”). 

All modules except Module 1 (Molleman) were administered in CAWI and all mod-
ules except Module 11 (“Graeber”) were administered in CAPI resp. CASI. However, 
in CAPI, Module 4 (“Spantig”), Module 13 (“Yang”) and Module 14 (“Auspurg”) ran 
as self-administered modules. These three modules were not suitable for inter-
viewer-administered implementation due to their text-heavy nature. They were 
completed independently by the respondents on the interviewer's laptop. 

The following modules differed from the other innovative modules: 

Module 1 (“Molleman”) involved answering a series of estimation questions. A 
picture with many objects was shown for six seconds at a time (see Figure 8). Fol-
lowing the presentation of the picture, the respondent was asked to estimate how 
many objects could be seen in the picture.

All children in the household aged 6 to 13 (born between 2010 and 2017) and one 
of their parents were interviewed. Which of the parents answered the module 
was decided at random in advance in the household matrix. If the children in the 
relevant age group were present at the interview date and had given their consent 
to participate, the procedure was as follows:  
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The individual interview of the parent who was selected in the household matrix 
to answer began with this module. While the parent completed this module, 
which lasted around three minutes, independently, the children present were 
given a child-friendly pen as a gift to tide them over. If possible, the children to be 
interviewed should not be present when the parent is interviewed and later when 
their siblings are interviewed, i.e. they should be in another room, for example.  

When the parent had finished the module, the interview with the children began. 
This was done individually and in a random order. The children were asked to an-
swer the module independently; if they could only read a little themselves, the 
interviewer provided support.  

The Module 11 (“Graeber”) contained a series of questions on climate change and 
was only administered to the refreshment sample (see Chapter 4.2.2.2). 

At the very beginning of the module, respondents were asked to give their best 
estimate of the annual probability of a major heatwave with global warming of 
1.5 °C. If their estimate was within 10 percent of the scientists' prediction, they 
were asked to give their best estimate. If their estimate did not deviate by more 
than 10 percent from the scientists' prediction, they received an additional incen-
tive of 5 euro with the thank-you letter. The respondents were assigned to a treat-
ment and a control group. The former group was asked an additional question 
about their estimate: “The scientists' estimate is 21%. How does the scientists' es-
timate compare with your expectations?”. 

The rest of the module included questions on attitudes towards climate change 
and assessments of various climate and energy policy measures. At the end of the 
module, respondents were told whether they had previously made an accurate 
estimate and whether they had earned the additional incentive of 5 euro.  

The Module 14 (“Auspurg”) dealt with fair earnings (income) from gainful em-
ployment. It contained vignettes, i.e. short descriptions of situations that were 
evaluated. The vignettes and questions were allocated at random: each respond-
ent received a selection of 3 vignettes from a large number of vignettes. 

Specifically, the interviewees in this module were each presented with 3 fictitious 
descriptions of people, which were varied experimentally in several characteris-
tics. The personal descriptions varied regarding gender, occupation, region, work-
ing hours, employment status, work performance if applicable, marital status, 
number of children and earnings (gross or net). Taking these characteristics into 
account, the respondents were asked to answer questions for each of the three 
fictitious person descriptions, including how realistic and fair they considered 
their gross earnings to be.   

In order not to place too much of a burden on the participants, they were actively 
asked in advance of the vignette module whether they would like to take part in 
it. All respondents who decided to participate received an additional incentive of 
5 euro in cash with their thank-you letter. 

For example, a vignette module at the end of the individual questionnaire was 
incentivized with additional 5 euro, provided it was completed. Another module 
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with estimation questions was asked at the beginning of the interview with all 
children in the household aged 6 to 13 and a randomly selected parent. There was 
also a module on climate change, which was only given to people in the refresher 
sample and was incentivized with additional 5 euro if an estimation question was 
answered correctly.   

4.1.2.3 Contacting and Communication 

Various dispatch measures were implemented during the fieldwork to ensure 
the best possible completion of the household and individual interviews. The 
content of these measures is presented below and their impact in the field is 
evaluated and described in each case. 

Advance Letter 

The advance letters were sent by mail to all respondents known from the previous 
survey wave, i.e. all household members born up to 2005. In the advance letter, 
the respondents were informed about the change of institution, the upcoming 
contact by the interviewer, the app study, and data protection. The 10 euro incen-
tive for a completed interview was also mentioned.  

The advance letter was initially sent at household level to households that were 
scheduled to start directly in CAWI mode. As can be seen in Table 123, a total of 
487 household heads were contacted in this way. Of these, 78.4 percent took part.  

At the individual level, the advance letter was sent to n=4,857 persons. Most of 
them started in CAPI mode, but some of them also started directly in CAWI mode, 
provided that the respective household heads had completed their household in-
terview. Around a quarter of the people (26.4 percent) completed their interview 
in CAPI, 14.7 percent in CAWI and 0.1 percent in CASI. This means that in n=2,853 
cases no interview could be realized as a result of the advance letter.  

Thank-you Letter 

The thank-you letters were sent by mail from calendar week 25 2023 in a two-
week cycle to people born up to 2004 who had previously successfully taken part 
in the SOEP-IS, i.e. who had completed their individual interview either CAPI, CASI 
or CAWI. The thank-you letters were accompanied by the incentive, which could 
be 10 euro or 15 euro in cash, depending on whether the respondents completed 
the Module 14 “Auspurg” (see above).  

Non-contact Letter 

The non-contact letter was a measure that was used if the household could not be 
reached. Households received this letter by mail if they could not be reached after 
at least six contact attempts. In the "Not reached" letter, the persons were in-
formed of the unsuccessful contact and asked to contact infas by telephone or e-
mail or to update their contact details using an online address tool (OAT). These 
letters were sent from week 26 2023 in a two-week cycle.  
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As can be seen in Table 123, this letter was sent to a total of 72 households during 
the fieldwork phase. Of these, 34.8 percent completed their interview, 18.1 per-
cent in CAWI and 15.3 percent in CAPI and 1.4 percent in CASI. 47 households (65.3 
percent) that had previously received this letter did not complete the interview.

CAWI-switch Letter 

The CAWI-switch letters were sent out on a weekly basis from calendar week 24 
2023. All respondents who had requested further processing in CAWI during their 
CAPI interview received the access data for the websurvey with the switch letter. 
They could decide in advance whether they wanted to receive this letter by e-mail 
or by mail. Both variants contained the same text; in the e-mail, direct participa-
tion was possible by clicking on the survey link. The survey link was also printed 
in the letter, and the websurvey could also be accessed directly via QR code.  

Table 124 shows that n=22 mail and n=324 e-mail switch letters were sent during 
the fieldwork phase. Around a third (31.8 percent) of the switch letters by mail 
and more than two thirds of the switch letters by e-mail (67.9 percent) resulted in 
the completion of the interview. 

The head of the household could also initiate a switch to CAWI for the entire 
household. The CAWI-switch letter was then sent to the head of household and 
applied to the entire household. At the household level, the CAWI-switch letter 
was sent to a total of 72 households (see Table 124). Around two thirds (65.3 per-
cent) of those resulted in the completion of the household interview. 

Conversion Letter 

From calendar week 28 2023, conversion letters were sent by mail every two 
weeks at the household and the individual level. These letters were sent those in 
the CAPI field who had softly refused and those who could not be reached at least 
10 successful contacts. The conversion letter contained the access data for the 
websurvey in each case. The conversion letters were either sent to the head of 
household at the household level or to individual persons from households whose 
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household composition the respective head of household had at least indicated in 
the household matrix. 

As can be seen in Table 123, this letter was sent to a total of 265 households during 
the fieldwork phase. Of these, 11 percent completed their interview, 10.6 percent 
in CAWI and 0.4 percent in CAPI. 236 households (89.1 percent) that had previ-
ously received this letter did not complete the interview. 

Table 124 shows that out of n=153 conversion letters sent on the individual level, 
n=15 (9.8 percent) led to the completion of the interview. It should be noted here 
that the target group for this measure was people who were very difficult to reach 
or very difficult to motivate. 

First Reminder Letter 

Like the switch letters, the first reminder letters were also sent by mail or e-mail, 
depending on how the original CAWI switch letter had been sent. The reminders 
were sent to respondents who had requested further processing in CAWI but had 
either not yet started the websurvey or had interrupted it. This reminder letter 
was sent every two weeks from calendar week 28 2023, one person received their 
reminder letter at the earliest four weeks after the initial switch letter was sent. 

The first reminder letter was sent (Table 124) to n=16 people by mail and to n=262 
people by e-mail. As a result of the reminder by mail, a total of 30.4 percent of 
people took part, while 45.8 percent took part after receiving the e-mail reminder. 

Second Reminder Letter 

The second reminder letter was sent in calendar week 31 2023. This reminder was 
sent by mail to all respondents who had switched to CAWI and who had not yet 
fully participated and had not yet refused to participate.  

The second reminder letter was sent by e-mail to n=172 people, n=65 (37.8 per-
cent) of whom took part in the survey (see Table 124). 

Third Reminder Letter  

The third reminder was sent in week 43 and week 45 2023, i.e. towards the end of 
the field period. This reminder again was sent to all respondents who had 
switched to CAWI and who had not yet fully participated and had not yet refused 
to participate. To achieve a higher willingness of participation, this reminder was 
sent by mail with an enclosed cash incentive of 5 euro. In addition, an accompa-
nying letter was sent by e-mail a few days after the mailing. This referred to the 
reminder by mail and once again requested participation. 

The reminder was sent by mail to n=460 persons (see Table 124). Of these, 34.3 
percent took part. In 65.2 percent of cases, it was not possible to conduct an inter-
view. The reminder via e-mail was sent to 309 persons and of these n=111 (35.9 
percent) did participate. This third reminder proved to be very successful, as most 
of the participants had already been reminded several times.

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4.1.2.4 Interviewer Deployment 

Training for CAPI Interviewers 

The training for the CAPI interviewers for SOEP-IS took place in parallel with the 
training for SOEP-CORE and the IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of Refugees. This decision 
was made based on the great similarities between the three SOEP studies. At the 
same time, it was decisive that all interviewers deployed in SOEP-CORE were also 
deployed in SOEP-IS at the same time - if there were addresses in their area - and 
thus had to be trained in both studies. For a more detailed description of the CAPI 
training, please refer to Chapter 2.1.2.5. 

 The interviewers were trained on all aspects of SOEP-IS, the training covered the 
following content: 

– study design: background and target group 

– all questionnaires of the study  

– overview of the survey modes  

– a glance at the survey instruments  

Around one hour was set aside for SOEP-IS-specific content in the second part of 
the training. In particular, the differences to SOEP-CORE and the special features 
of SOEP-IS were discussed. 

 Face-to-face Interviewers 

As Table 125 shows, a total of n=255 interviewers were deployed in the CAPI field 
of SOEP-IS. Overall, the gender ratio is almost balanced, although more men work 
in the CAPI field (59.8 percent) and more women in the CATI field (56.9 percent).  

At 37.6 percent, the proportion of interviewers under the age of 50 is almost four 
times higher among CATI interviewers than among CAPI interviewers (9.7 per-
cent). On the other hand, the proportion of over-65s among CAPI interviewers is 
twice as high as among CATI interviewers at 54.0 percent.  

In terms of experience with infas, the two groups of interviewers differ only 
slightly, with the majority having two years or less experience (42.8 percent) and 
around a third (34.0 percent) having six or more years of experience working for 
infas. 

Looking at the overall school education of the interviewers, over half (51.7 per-
cent) have a higher education entrance qualification. Furthermore, 24.7 percent 
of the interviewers have an intermediate secondary school qualification and 14.4 
percent have an advanced technical college certificate. Meanwhile, the CAPI and 
CATI interviewers differed only slightly in their educational background.

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4.1.3 Results 

4.1.3.1 Participation at Household Level 

This chapter deals with participation at household level, differentiated according 
to SOEP-AAPOR codes. 

Due to the dynamic panel concept, the size of the gross sample, with its original 
size of n=3,189 (see Chapter 4.1.1), increased from during the fieldwork. At the end 
of the fieldwork for the 2023 survey wave, 51 new households had been added. 
These households were due to people who moved out of panel households, which 
form so-called split households in the SOEP and were also surveyed as part of the 
panel. Accordingly, the gross sample at the end of the fieldwork phase comprised 
a total of n=3,240 households. Of these, n=1,941 households were completed, 
which corresponds to 59.9 percent of the gross sample (see Table 126). Based only 
on the participants of the previous wave, the response rate was higher at 74.6 per-
cent and considerably lower for temporary dropouts (33.3 percent). Of the n=51 
new households that had formed as split households, there were only 2 partial 
participations [2,353 according to AAPOR]. 

More than half (58.5 percent) of all completed households [1.0 according to AA-
POR] were fully completed [1.11 according to AAPOR], 34.1 percent were partially 
completed [1.21 according to AAPOR]. The remaining 6.9 percent were partial due 
to a missing household questionnaire or missing data [2.353 and 2.354 according 
to AAPOR]. 

The n=1,299 not completed households [2.0 according to AAPOR] are mostly soft 
refusers [2,351 according to AAPOR] with 37.5 percent, permanent refusal [2,111 
according to AAPOR] with 26.2 percent and non-contact [2.20 according to AAPOR] 
with 12.6 percent. At around 73 percent, the proportion of soft refusals is as high 
in the group of temporary dropouts as in the group of participating households 
from the last wave. Meanwhile, the proportion of permanent refusals in the group 
of temporary dropouts is slightly higher (28.1 percent) than in the group of partic-
ipating households from the last wave (22.4 percent).

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It is particularly striking regarding subsample I6 that the proportion of partially 
completed households (n=215, 32.5 percent) is even higher than the proportion of 
fully completed households (n=202, 30.5 percent). The proportion of soft refusals 
[2.351 according to AAPOR] is highest in I3 (16.6 percent) and I1 (16.5 percent) and 
lowest in E2 (12.3 percent) and I6 (13.6 percent). 

On average, 3.3 contacts were required to reach and complete a household (see 
Table 128), with a maximum of 15 contacts. For households that were not reached, 
the average number of contacts was 2.6 individual contacts, with a maximum of 
10. For soft refusals, the average number of contacts was again 3.3, with a maxi-
mum of 13 individual contacts.

4.1.3.2 Participation at Individual Level 

This chapter takes a closer look at participation at the individual level.  

Table 129 shows participation at individual level according to SOEP-AAPOR codes. 
Of the n=5,768 people in the gross sample, n=2,400 participants completed the in-
dividual questionnaire [1.0 according to AAPOR], which corresponds to 41.6 per-
cent of the sample. Differences can be seen at the level of the individual subsam-
ples; at the peak, around half of the interviews were completed in E1 (54.8 percent) 
and I4 (48.6 percent), while in I5 that applied to only 38.2 percent.  

In most cases (99.5 percent), the individual questionnaire was fully completed [1.1 
and 1.12 according to AAPOR]; the proportion of partially completed interviews 
[1.22 according to AAPOR] is comparatively low overall. The soft refusals (34.6 per-
cent) [2.351 according to AAPOR] and the Non-contact (32.4 percent) [2.21 & 2.22 
according to AAPOR] account for a large proportion of the uncompleted interviews 
[2.0 according to AAPOR].

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The proportion of soft refusals [2.351 according to AAPOR] is 20.2 percent for all 
samples. In terms of the individual samples, the proportion of soft refusals is low-
est in E1 at 15.5 percent and highest in I3 at 23.7 percent.  

Permanent refusals [2.111 according to AAPOR] account for a total of 12.3 percent 
of all cases; this percentage is similarly high in all subsamples. No contact could 
be made with 18.9 percent of all persons [2.21, 2.22 according to AAPOR]; this pro-
portion is highest in I6 at 24.9 percent.  

One indicator of the success of the fieldwork at the individual level is the "partial 
unit non-response" (PUNR), i.e. the households that were only partially completed. 
As Table 130 shows, the proportion of PUNRs across all subsamples was 41.5 per-
cent. Furthermore, the proportion of PUNR was highest in subsample I6 at 66.6 
percent and lowest in E1 at 38.2 percent.

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4.1.3.3 Participation at Instrument Level 

Participation on questionnaire level, considered separately for the subsamples, is 
the subject of this chapter.  

An examination of the completion of the household questionnaire, differentiated 
according to the individual subsamples. Table 132 shows that with n=423 cases, 
more than a fifth (23.0 percent) of all household questionnaires were completed 
in sample I6. In samples I2, I3, I4 and I5, the respective share is 13.7 to 15.1 percent 
and thus partially above the share of these samples in the total gross.  

Relative to the gross sample, most household interviews were completed in sam-
ples I6 (63.9 percent) and I4 (63.7 percent). In contrast, the fewest were in sample 
I1 with 50.2 percent.

Table 133 shows the number of successful interviews for each of the survey in-
struments, in total and for each of the subsamples. To keep the interview length 
within limits, many of the innovative modules were only presented to partici-
pants from certain subsamples (see Chapter 4.1.2.2); accordingly, not all cells in 
the table are filled.  

A total of n=2,387 individual questionnaires, n=114 biography questionnaires and 
n=276 child questionnaires were completed.  

As many of the innovative modules were integrated into the individual question-
naire, the numbers correspond to those of the individual questionnaires. Deviat-
ing from this, only n=98 questionnaires of the “Molleman” module were com-
pleted. Due to the filtering (see Chapter 4.1.2.2), only n=851 questionnaires of the 
“Boneva” module were completed. Due to the filtering via the variable “svar”, the 
total numbers for the modules “Mueller”, “Schmidtpetri”, “Bobzien” and “Tuppat” 
are between n=1186 and n=1,201. As the living environment questionnaire 
(“Wuma”19) was integrated into the household questionnaire, the total number 
corresponds to that of the household questionnaire.

The response rates for most of the innovative modules are between 70.5 percent 
("Mueller" and “Yang”) and 73.4 percent ("Woemmel"). The response rates for the 
modules "Molleman" (32.6 percent), and "Boneva" (63.1 percent) are substantially 
lower. The reason for this is that these modules were each provided with a content 
filter, i.e. they were not presented to the entire gross sample.  
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4.1.3.4 Questionnaire Duration 

The length of the individual survey instruments is reported in Table 135.  

This table contains both the values for the main questionnaires and the values for 
the innovative modules. These lengths are calculated across all survey modes. The 
length of the individual questionnaire is understood to be minus the innovative 
modules contained therein. In relation to the main survey instruments, the indi-
vidual questionnaire took the longest at an average of 24.1 minutes.  The biog-
raphy questionnaire as well as the household questionnaire took around 10 
minutes on average. The duration of the child questionnaire was very short with 
2.3 minutes on average.

Among the innovative modules, the modules Menzner (11.8 minutes), "Auspurg" 
(8.0 minutes),“Yang” (6.1 minutes) and “Woemmel” (5.1 minutes)  took the longest 
on average.

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In relation to the household questionnaire, 56.8 percent were completed in CAPI 
and 43.1 percent in CAWI. For the individual questionnaire, the ratio is compara-
ble at 54.0 percent to 45.8 percent. The biography questionnaire was completed 
mostly in CAWI (71.1 percent), compared to CAPI with 28.9 percent. The same ap-
plies to the child questionnaire, which was completed in 60.1 percent of cases in 
CAWI and 39.9 percent in CAPI. As the innovative modules were almost all inte-
grated into the individual questionnaire, the ratio of survey modes in relation to 
these is very close to that of the individual questionnaire. The proportion of CAWI 
in the Boneva module is also higher (57.3 percent) than that of CAPI (42.4 percent). 
This can be explained by the fact that this module was only asked if people aged 
between 18 and 40 lived in the household and it can be assumed that this age 
group has a greater affinity to CAWI. CASI was rarely used which is no surprise 
since the survey modes was not available from the start of the fielding process. 

4.1.3.6 Tracking Techniques 

Address research ("tracking") was carried out for households that could not be con-
tacted during the fieldwork due to incorrect address information. The Addressfac-
tory of Deutsche Post was used first; if this was unsuccessful, tracking was initi-
ated via the residents' registration offices. At the same time, the interviewers 
themselves also searched for address updates. The interviewees in turn were able 
to contact the infas-hotline themselves to pass on new information, so that ad-
dress updates could also be collected in this way. Table 137 shows the results of 
all measures. A total of n=4,037 respondents were included into the tracking 
measures. A new address could be researched for 92.7 percent of these people, 
while the old address data could be confirmed for a further 5.1 percent. A further 
2.2 percent of the respondents turned out to be deceased or to have moved abroad. 
The infas hotline recorded by far the most address updates, especially regarding 
new addresses. Adressfactory was mainly used to confirm old address data, while 
EWO produced no results in over half of the cases. Interviewer tracking has the 
fewest total cases but produced a lot of results in regards households that were 
deceased or moved abroad.

4.2.1 Gross Sample 

The gross sample of the 2023 refreshment sample I7 was drawn from the EWO 
sample of the SOEP-CORE 2022. In total, the gross sample of the 2023 refreshment 
comprised 9,926 households. The survey population for the refreshment sample 
included the sampled target persons as well as all other household members born 
in 2005 or earlier. The sampled target person served as head of household and was 
contacted in the first instance.

As can be seen in Table 140, most households in the refresher sample are located 
in larger municipalities. More than a third of households live in municipalities 
with more than 100,000 inhabitants (34.2 percent). In contrast, 13.2 percent come 
from municipalities with fewer than 5,000 inhabitants.  

4.2.2 Design 

In general, the approach for the refreshment sample I7 in the SOEP-IS 2023 was 
comparable in many aspects to that of the panel samples. For example, approxi-
mately the same survey instruments and survey documents were used.  

However, there were also some deviations from the survey design of the panel 
samples, which are described in the following.  

4.2.2.1 Mixed-mode Design 

Regarding the refreshment sample I7, CAWI was the only survey mode. This 
means that all households started directly in CAWI and it was not possible to 
switch to an alternative survey mode. This was proceeded in the same way as al-
ready reported in Chapter 4.1.2.1 about the households starting directly in CAWI. 

4.2.2.2 Survey Instruments 

The survey instruments of the refreshment samples I7 largely correspond to those 
of the (see Chapter 4.1.2.2).  This means that all in survey instruments shown in 
Table 121 were used. The differences between refreshment sample and panel 
samples can be seen in Table 122. 

As can be seen in this table, the households in the refreshment sample received a 
less extensive set of innovative modules. They did not receive Modules 3, 4, 6, 8 
and 12, which reduced the overall duration of the questionnaire and was there-
fore intended to increase the willingness to complete the survey. Furthermore, the 
households did not receive Module 1 (“Molleman”), as this was not suitable for 
implementation in the CAWI. In addition, the respondents of the refreshment 
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sample received Module 11 (“Graeber”). For a detailed description of this module, 
please refer to Chapter 4.1.2.2. 

4.2.2.3 Contacting and Communication 

The letters and reminder mailings used at household and individual level corre-
sponded to those of the panel samples (see Chapter 4.1.2.3). There were also no 
differences in the delivery schedules.  

What differed, however, was the order and logic of their use. As the following two 
tables show, the procedure was largely identical at household and individual 
level, in contrast to the panel samples. A major difference compared to the panel 
samples was that almost no e-mail addresses were known and therefore only a 
very small number of e-mails were send out.

Table 141 shows the measures used at the household level. The advance Letter 
was sent out to every household of the sample, 20.3 percent completed the house-
hold survey because of the sending. The first reminder was sent out to 8,640 
households, as a result 12.7 percent of those completed the survey. In terms of the 
second reminder, there were n=721 complete interviews, which corresponds to 
8.9 percent. 

For the third reminder shortly before the end of the field, the following experi-
mental procedure was used: The total number of households was randomly di-
vided into two groups.

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4.2.3.2 Participation at Individual Level 

This chapter takes a closer look at participation at the person level.  

Table 144 shows participation at person level according to AAPOR codes. Of the 
n=4,612 people in the gross sample, n=2,434 participants completed the individ-
ual questionnaire [1.0 according to AAPOR], which corresponds to 52.8 percent of 
the sample.

Among the innovative modules, the modules “Auspurg” (7.3 minutes), "Yang" (5.5 
minutes), “Bobzien” and “Graeber” (both 4.1 minutes) took the longest on average.

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4.3 Interviewer Monitoring 

As in the main study, all interviews are evaluated throughout the field period and 
potential misbehavior is analyzed at interviewer level. The indicators considered 
here are the same as in the main study: statistical indicators based on the net data, 
especially durations, feedback from respondents and supervisors as well as re-
cordings of interviews. For more details see Chapter 2.3. 

4.4 Data Delivery 

As in the main study, bi-weekly field reports were delivered throughout the field-
work phase (calendar week 22 in 2023 to calendar week 48 in 2023) to illustrate 
the progress of the fieldwork. 

The survey data was delivered in two interim data deliveries during the fieldwork 
phase and one final data delivery after the end of the field phase. The first interim 
data delivery, transferred on 14 July 2023, contained the uncleaned net data and 
preliminary methodological and gross data. The second interim data delivery, 
containing uncleaned and enriched net data as well as preliminary methodologi-
cal and gross data, was transferred on 18 September 2023.
